Ho told the story of tho confession of a
metnlier of the Mississippi Legislature, a
friend of Gov. Vurdainan the confession
of an attempt to bribe him to vote for
Percv-- of how the money was actually
prrxfuced and how the web seemed to lio
tightening fatally about tho Mississippi
Senator.

Finally, however, when Senator Percy
was threatened with a proceeding to oust
him from the Senate a discovery was
made that the bills produced by the ac-
cuser, which he declared to 1 the brils
money, were made at a date subse-iuen- t

to the time when the bribery was alleged
to have taken place.

The Senate was intensely interested In
this incident, the more so when Senator
lorltnor declared he was giving the first
information nn this subject, the
inodestv of Senator Percy had prevented
him from telling this phiiso of tho story.

"But for the timely discover' of this
awful conspir.tcv." exclaimed Ijorimer,

The evidence In the Investigation Into

Senator Rcverldge and Senator
Owen of Oklahoma also presented a
resolution declaring that Lorlmer's scat
tn the Senate was invalid.

The second investigation of the Lori-
mer scandal was ordered by the 8cnatc
on June 1, 1911, every Senator in the
chamber voting for the reopening of the
ewic. The resolution of the minority
leader. Senator Martin, providing for an
Investigation by the Committee on Priv-
ileges and Elections was adopted as a
substitute for a proposition made by
Senator La Fbllctte creatlngjo conduct
the Investigation a special, committee
made up entirely of new members, who
had not previously passed on the Lori-
mer charges.

President Taft's name was brought
Into the cane on June 29, 1911, when
Edward nines of Chicago, president of
the Mines Lumber Company, told the
Senate that the President, through
Nelson W. Aldrlch, then Senator from
Rhode Island, had favored Lorlmer's
candidacy ahd had practically forced
the election on Lorimer. A vehement
denial of Hlnes's statements was Issued
from the White House on the evening of
June 29.

Roosevelt's connection
with the case began on Septmber 8,
1!M0, when he angrily refused to attend
a dinner at the Hamilton Club In Chi-
cago to which Senator Lorimer had
been Invited. Lorimer was advised not
to show up nt the dinner, and Roosevelt
In his speech that evening told why he
hail delivered so quick an- ultimatum
in regard to his attendance at the
dinner. Merc legal honesty is not
enough In public office, the
declared.

Lorimer answered Col. Roosevelt's
snub by resigning from the Hamilton
Club the day after the dinner. On
July 1, 1912. when Lorimer was In the
midst of his personal defence before
the Senate, he attacked Roosevelt, who
had been speaking against him through
out the country, nnd presented three
affidavits from Southern delegates to
the Chlrago convention charging that
Roosevelt's people tried to bribe them to
vote for the Colonel at Chicago.

It was thought that when Vfcc- -
Presldent James S. Sherman went to
Chicago on May 25, 1912, with the
avowed purpose of obtaining Lorlmer's
resignation, the Investigation would be
brought lo a satisfactory close. The

nt refused to comment on
the subject of his visit when he re
turned to Washington on the' 26th, but
there appeared to be no doubt In the
minds of the Senators that the mission
had failed.

PROGRESSIVES" FOR WILSON.

Pennsylvania's ?ret Party Is
Antl-Flln- n.

Pirrsntiro, Pa.. July 13. The Pro-
gressive party of Pennsylvania was
organized here to-da- y by tho men who
several months ago preempted tho title
"Progressive." The meeting was held
in the headquarters of the Keystone party
nnd announcement was made at the close
that the Progressives intended fusing
with th Keystoners on most of the Stale,
Congressional nnd legislative tickets.
Woodrow Wilsons candidacy was in-

dorsed.
Clarence V. Tiers, who was elected

State chairman, said that in many dis-

tricts the Progressives. Kerstoners and
Democrats would fuse on one set of
candidates. The Roosevelt candidacy
was discussed and a resolution was
adopted deprecating the Colonel's- - de-
termination to enter tho contest, the
sense of the resolution being that with
Wilson, a progressive, running on the
Democratic ticket there is no need for a
third twrty.

"It is not that we love Teddy less, but
Pennsylvania more," said Tiers in an
address. "Roosevelt has clasped hands
with William Flinn and acquiesced in

plan to head the Roosevelt move-
ment in tho State. We are opposed to uny
movement or nmnucanda with which
Flinn is associated. The principles we
ndvocato are opposed to dictators and
Flinn has bottn or tins tried to lie a dictator
in all the veara ho has been in politics
We should consider it a calamity if throuah
any circumstances Flinn should arrive
nt a position or control in rennsyivama
political or legislative affairs.

"It is with regret that we out loose from
Roosevelt, hut we cannot tolerate his
alliance with tho. Magee-- r linn organiza-
tion."

Recalling the incident of his refusal
to dine with the accused Senator at the
Hamilton Club, the declared
tliat the whole agitation began In earnest
then.

"There would never have been a division
in the committee nor would the Senate
have taken It up had I not made the first
stand. The whole thing would have been
dropped by the country had I not kept
on hammering it in my campaign."

As for Lonmer's attacks upon him
Col. Roosevelt would only say: "Mr.
Lorimer has a right to be irritated. I
intended him to be."
