ease flows over, from time to time, to the
rat.

‘as a hare It lives in Siberia and has
I bean hunted in the Trans-Baikal for many
vears for ite fur and for ita fat, which is
useful for greasing boots, because it
{does not harden, except at very low
temperatures.  In health it utters a cry
which sounds like ‘pu-pa-ah,' which the
natives say means no harm *

Germ Laden Tarbagans,

“The sick tarbagan. on the contrary,
| it quiet and the natives know that if they
kil and handle sick tarbagans they will
be taken gick themselves A few vears
ago mome enterprising furrier not over-
burdencd with a conscience  discoverad
that by dyveing the tarbagan skins they
could be sold to the unsophisticated as
sable.  Immediately there arose a great
demand for tarbagan skins and the Shang-
tung conlies began to flock to the fields
where these animals were most plentiful
All tarbagans 'ooked alike to them and
80 they took the sick and well alike.

“They crowded into the little Man-
churian villages to sell the hides. The
towns were overcrowded, the dirty little
|inns became bustiing hoatalries and at
inight the floors were transformed into
| vast beds.  There was ample oppor-
'luni:y for an interchange or fleas and
one coughing, spitting coolie with the
pneumonie form of the disease could
earily infect evervbody in the room.
The resuit was a frightful outbreak of
lague. The coolies hurrying southward
or the Chiness new vear spread the dis-
eaae further and further and the hosts
of vietims was the result  We nead look
for nothing like that in the United States,
but it 18 well 1o be forewarned and fore-
armed

Flenas Carry Germs,

“Plague then is at first a disease of rats
and secondly a disease of man. The
thing which carries the disease from the
sick rat to the well man is the flea. What
happens is this: Here is a sick rat. In
his blood are thousands of the bacilli
of plague. His fleas gorge themselvesa
with this blood. The rat dies He gets
teold. "Ihe fleas lsave him and seek an-
tother host. If it is another rat it is an-
:other case of rat plague. If it is a human
being it means panic and business dis-
asters. The remedy is plain: shun the
rat.

“This means, first of all. to live in rat
free surroundings. The time has gone
by when the rat Was a Necessiry scaven-
ger. We now pay men to do that work
yand the rat has no place in modern civi-
! hzation. Every municipality  should
{ provide in its building ordinances that all

buildings must he rat proof. Concrete
ground areas and side walls and well
jv-r-rw,-n.--d openings will exclude bhoth the
trat and his parasites. The man who
| lives in a rat free, rat proof house need
have little fear of plague. But all our
buildings are not rat proof nor rar free

*Therefore we should evier the rat and
keap him out by the use of screens or
| sheet metal. We should, render the rat
homeless by the destruction of all his
burrowing and nesting places.  We should
particularly attack the rat in wharves
and docks and warchouses. We should
wage relentless war upon him in the
stables, the butcher shops, the bakeries
and the groceries. Wa <hould porson
him by the use of sucti toxic agents as
phosporous or arsenic pasie, taking care
always that these daMgerous morssls are
not taken by children or domestic ani-
mals,

Wage War on RHats,

“We should attack the rat through his
natural enemies, the cat and the dog,
and we should trap him by the use of cage
or snap traps. We should starve the rat
by maintaining absalutely cleanly prem-
ises, by safeguarding food wsupplies
with metal sereenings and by disposing
of edible household wasiea only in a
watertight metal gurbage can having a
tight fitting lid.

“If we do these things we will not only
protect ourselves from plague but we
will also tind, a8 did the citizens of San
Francisco, that an enormous decrease in
communicable diseases will follow. The
stable is a rodent paradise. The manure
heap furnishes an excellent nesting place
and the scattered in provides an
abundant wouroe of food supply. If we
screen, drain and concrete the stable
and dispose of the manure only in tight
metal lined boxes we will find that the
rat will disappear and the veterinary
will have far less to do, not that the rat
carries disease to the horre, but because
the horse, like the human being, is health-
iest when he Jives in a clean environment .

“The foregoing I8 a4 very sketchy out-
line of the duties of individuals in pro-
tecting themaelves against plague. In
the same way, but on a greater scale,

communities, particularly those having
a ship traftic, should rid themselves of
rats, In  addition they should make

a survey of their rodent  popnlation to
determine if by chance plague may not
be smoldering there, to burst out into
a flame when the  opportunity  offers,
The collected rate should be  subjected
to a careful bacteriological examination.

“And if a focus of plague among rats
is discoversd it can iw speedily stamped
out, It will be surprising also the num-
ber of other diseases which the rats will
bee found to have, We know that they
have |eprosy, which is caused by a ha-
cillus which i8 ulmost indigtinguishable
from that which produces the human
tvpe of the dicease, They also  have
a form of tuberculosis and a host of para-
gitea inhabit their loathsome bodies.

Havana, July 13.—~There are no mors
cases of the bubonle plague but the
sanitary authoritics have several cusid.
clous cases under obmervation, The
health officers are redoubling thelr
efforts to exterminate the rats and iso-
late the Infection.

In Porta Rico the sltuation seems
more hopeful than In the neighboring
Ieland and Passed Assistant Surgeon R.
H. Creel reports that no new cases have
developed and that for the time being
at least the advance of the disease
reems checked.  There have been thirty-
four cases with twenty-two deaths In
Porto Rico since the outbreak of this
epldemic. The cames and fatallties are
distributed as follows: San Juan, 24
capes, 18 deaths, Santurce, 7 cames, 2
deaths: Carolina, 2 cases, 3 deaths, Ar-
roy, 1 case, which proved latal.

WAR ON RATS TO BAR PLAGUE.

How Health OfMicers Clean Out Ships

From Wes: Indies,

The many reports which have been
coming in by cable and by steamships
hailing from West Indian ports of bubonie
plague there have atimulated the lowl
health officera of the port to a war of
extermination against all vermin in the
holds of ocean steamships. The war is
| being chiefly waged against seagoing
rata, as it is now commonly recognized
that the disease germs are most eaaily
communicated from one port to another
by the vermin infested rodents that hide
away in the holds of ships.

For the last month Health Officer Joseph
J. 0'Connell and his disinfecting squads
have been carefully examining all vesaels
from Weat Indian and other porta where
plague has appeared and after finding
that the passengers present a clear bill
of health the vessels are sent to anchor-
age off the Statue of Liberty. The pas-
sengers are transferred in tugs. the
cargoes lightered and the holds of the ves-
sels are subjected to a fumigating process
which kills every stowaway rat. The
dead bodies are then collected and taken
to Quarantine to be examined for traces
of the plagne. Over 1,000 of the rodents
have been thus killed by this process in
the last month, but as yet no sign of the
disease has been found.

The fumigating squad's day is often a
long one. Omn Friday morning the steam
lighter Riverside with Chief Disinfector
Kress of the Quarantine station and a
crew of assistants left the station at 7:30
o'clock in the morning for a rat exter-
minating tour and three hours later the
motorboat Mary Louise with yellow flag
fluttering astern set out on a similar
mission.

The first vessel the Riverside tackled
was the Ward liner S8aratoga, which ar-
rived from Havana Thursday morning.
By orders of Health Officer O'Connell
she came to anchor in the stream and her
passengers were put ashore on tugs
When the Riverside approached a fleet
of lighters were taking off the last of the
Baratoga's perishable cargo of tobacco,
pineapples, &¢. When the Inst hale had
gone overside Kreas and his squad set
to work to disinfect the holds.

Three barrels of sulphur were hoisted
aboard to make the fumes that get the
rata. The sulphur is burned in especially
copnstructed fumigating pans fashioned
to fit into one another and are held in
place rigidly by iron braces extending
across the top. The outer pan is flllad
with water and the inner pan is the sul-
phur container

The disinfecting squad filled their pana
from the barrels on deck and then scat-
tered below hatches into the five holds of
the vessel. A half barrel of sulphur was
used in each hold, When the pans had
been spread around, the  sulphur
was saturated with alchool which was
ignited, and after the squad had scrumbled
{to the upper deck the hatched were bat-

on their list. Sometimes they have as
many as seven or e¢ight vessels a day to |
fumigate. }
The sulphur pans amouldered for four
hours before the hatches were removed. |
The holds were then aired to clear them
of the sulphur fumes and the dead rata
were collectad and thrown into the motor-
boat Mary louise, The watchman was
taken off and the launch went on to the
other boata that had been subjected to a
like nrnu.
This is the kind of work that has hesn
going on day after day ever aince the first
of plague appearad in Trinidad this
spring. Every succeeding week the work
has grown heavier because the mulla:
