The strikers sprinted fnstcr than
the horses, and yanked him off at West
Tenth street, where they pounded him.

street, was nnesteil for disorderly con-

duct for belnn concerned In the row.
Policeman I'lckett of the Charles

street station found Hill McHrlde, 31

years old, of '.'44 West street, choking
Alexander Ilnvla of 309 West 1 17th

street nt West Tenth und West streets.
Davis had to he tulien to Kt. Vincent's
Hospital to have his throat fixed up.
Later .lames Hell. IS cars old, n driver
of 31S Spring street, made an attempt
to attack Policeman fundi In the strike
zone nt Perry und West streets, and wus
locked up for disorderly conduct.

When Hergt. Treanor whs leading a
scpiacl of policemen along Perry street
Wite In the afternoon n fusillade of
bricks und bottles came out of win-

dows of Spanish boarding houses oc-

cupied hy strikers. One missile knocked
off Trennor's cap, hut the others missed
the ipilckly moving tnrgets. The ser-
geant gave orders to his men to shoot
at the roofs of the houses anil the
policemen tired for several minutes.
The strikers scattered In all directions.

Half nn hour later a shower of bottles
nnd other things came out of boarding
houses In West Tenth street In the
direction of policemen.

Commission merchants said yesterday
that because of the strike of North
Hlver freight handlers butter shipments
were delayed until night yesterday nnd
Saturday. One Dunne street butter mer-
chant said yesterday that some of the
railroads affected by the strike which
were not delivering pertshnble freight
on Saturday were delivering yesterday
at uncertain hours nnd In uncertain
quantities.

Thp head of another firm said that It
vvn-- s 4 o'clock Sunday morning when n
consignment of butter arrived and the
same conditions applied to meats. Dur-
ing yesterday most of the freight han-
dlers of the Jersey Central Hallroud
Joined In the strike nnd the company
stopped shipping perishable goods for

I the present, but did not stop taking
shipments. The Pennsylvania advised
New York merchant to hold westbound
consignments In abeyance for a while,
but Inter In the day begnn to take ship-men- ts

to a limited extent.

Late In the nfternoun
tne reniisyivuni.i icanroaii vvns inning
any perishable fruit Hint came.

Falling last week to obtain entrance
to the dock of the American Line nt
Pirr 62, North Hlver, to call the crew
of tho New York on strike, a commit-
tee of the marine firemen and 's

unions waited jesterday uci.r the
pier and asked tho men to cpilt ns
they tamo off. According to James
Vlclal, the strike leader, all the tire-me-

oilers nnd sailors went on strike.
Tho officials of tho linn do not ap-

pear to bo worrying ns to getting men
for the trip of the New York to
Southampton on Saturday, It was said
that all arrangements have been made
for a new crew In case the old crew
lefuses to sign for tho trip. The same
nrrungitiients will be made ns when
the St, Louis sailed last week, All com-
petent men who are willing to sign
will be accepted.
