"Rose, after admitting his work for
Becker earlier in tho night and giving
an explanation of the gray car's move-
ments up until 1:30 A. M.. says that he
and all his crowd piled out of it at that
time and told Shapiro to go home. Father
Rase or Shapiro is a liar and we hae
an idea which is whieh. John Punatan,
the propriotor of Jack's Restaurant,
says he saw the gray car round the corner
of Sixth avenue and Forty-thir- d street
a little while before the shooting. It
paused in front of Jack's because one
of the passengers was ill. apparently
from too much drink. And then it hustled
into Forty-thir- d street as one of the five
or six men in it cursed Dunstan's friend
for making a jocular remark.

Webber Denies note's Story.
"Roso says he went to Brldgie Web-ber- 's

poker room at Sixth avenue and
Forty-secon- d street after leaving the
car. I have talked to Bridgie Webber,
who was seen in the Metropole at 1:30
A. M and who admits that he was in the
restaurant at that time, about whether
Roso was in his place, and Bridgie says
that Hose was not there. And wo have
not been able to find anybody who saw
Rose In thu poker room."

Dougherty was asked if I.ieut. Becker
had gone to Far Hooka way lat t Wednesday
night to "induce" Jack Rose to surrender;
It was then tlmt he said he would no more
send out Becker on the case than he
would send Roso himself. He added that
Rose was at Harry Pollok's house on
Wednesday night.

Jacob Wiseman, a Boston youth, who
says he was near the Metropole when
Rosenthal was shot, told a story yesterday
in that city of what he saw and heard.

"I had been sitting on the steps'of tho
Times Building when the first shot was
fired and I was able to get to the Met ropolo
as quick as anybody else who was nearby.
I am sure the car I saw had six men in ft.
but I don't believe I could identify any
of the mart. I know the car went east
towards Sixth avenue. It waa chased
after a while by six or eiulit policemen
who filled two automobiles. "

IMItt Tells of Heeenthal.
Charles B. Plltt, Becker's press agent

and affidavit scout, made an affidavit
yeeterduy concerning his relations with
Rosenthal and with Becker,

He says that Rosenthal approached
him on November IS, 1911, at Forty-thir- d

street and Seventh avenue, outside
tlln f.vHn lintel anrt In th nrMitnm
of William Vitroff, asked him-t- intercede
wun tne ponce ror Kosenttiai. Pint said
he had no influence with tho police, but
Rosenthal said that Plitt was close to the
strong arm squsd, and it Plitt would
prevail on tne squad to let up on mm
Plitt would be well paid for it.

"You'll get enough to last you the rest
of your life." Plitt says Rosenthal told
him. And Rosenthal offered Plitt $S0 as
evidence of good feeling. But Plltt still
refused, ho maintains, and then Rosen-
thal became angry and threatened to get
even and said that he would get next
to "the lieutenant" personally. Rosen-
thal added that he would find a way to
break Becker.

POLICE FEAR GAMBLERS

Foy of Becker's Squad Suys Man
With Him in Poolroom

Is Afraid.

Au echo of the Rosenthal affair was
heard in the Yorkville police court yes-
terday when Frank Abrahall, William
Sheridan and Harry St 1 lings were charged
with running a poolroom at 6iS Third
avenue by Policeman Charles Foy, who
was one of Lieut. Becker's squad.

Foy testified that on July 1 he went
to the Third avenue address in company
with a man who frequented the place
and placed two bets on a horse race.

On the evidence obtained he went be-

fore Magistrate Breen and got warrants
for John Proprietor (Abrahall), John
Card man (Stilungs) and John Writer
(Sheridan).

On July 0 Foy, Steinert. .Richards and
three other members of Becker's squad
raided the place and picked out the three
men from twenty-fiv- e others In the place.
Ihe warrant for John Card man described
that person as S feet 8 inches tall and
weighing IRS pounds.

It was shown in court yesterday thut
Stilling is 5 feet 4 inches and weighs
128 pounds. Because of this discrepancy
Magistrate Appleton discharged this
deleudant. The raiders hud taken $&o

from .Stilting and be demanded back
his money iti court. He waa told he'd
have to prove ownership at Police Head-
quarters.

Abrahall testified that he waa at East
Moriches. L. I., on July 1, and his wife also
testified to that effect.

Sheridan' said he was a bartender for
Abrahall and he was sure ' oy was not in
the saloon on July 1. The Magistrate
asked htm to noid up nis nanus. The
witness did So.

"Vou are no bartender. ' our hands
indicate that you are not, said tne Magis
tmtD. i

Deteotlve Charles Morris of the East
Sixty-sevent- h street station wss called
by counsel for the defendants and he test),
fled that e knew Sheridan was a bar-
tender employed by Abrahall.

After the evidence was all in the Magi-
strate said to Foy:

I will Adjourn this case to July 30, so
that you may bring in tome witnesses to
corroborate your testimony. Get the
man thut Intro uced you."

"Unit man," said the policeman, 'would
not darn come into court to testify after
what happened to Rosenthal. I cannot
get him as a witness.

" I don't want to expose a man to be shot
down in the street for giving testimony in
court." replied the court, "but I want you
to get some ono who saw you in this place
on July I,"

George Simpson, counsel for the de-
fendants, Insisted that the deteotlve pro-
duce tho man who. he said, introduced
him.

"This man needn't give his name to go
on the court records.he said. "He may
just whisper It to the court, but we ought
toduive him hero if there is such a man"

He wouldn't dare get up on the witness
stand before ull tho gamblers in court,""the complainant sild. "Ills name
wouldn't matter. He'd be known as asquealer and I'm sure he won't come."

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BARGE HITS THE OSPREY:

100 PERSONS TAKEN OFF

Sightseeing Yacht in Collision
in East River in

tho "Cove."

WOMEN GET EXCITED

Boats Arc Lashed Together and
Passengers Cross Gang-

plank to Float.

The sightseeing yacht Osprey, owned
by the Normandlo Sight Seeing Com-
pany, with 100 passengers aboard was In
collision yesterday afternoon In the East
River with ono of two floats which a
tug was bringing down the river. The
yacht's bow waa badly damaged.

Her passengers, chiefly women, were
helped over on to the float and Iron
there were taken off on various tugs.
The)' were landed at different piers
downtown. There was considerable ex-

citement, but no one was hurt.'
The Osprey, under command of Capt.

Charles Cameron, left the pier at the
foot of West Twenty-thir- d street at
2:30 o'clock for her seml-dall- y circuit
of Manhattan Island. She went down
the North River, gave her passengers
a view of the bay and returned up
the Kast River.

In the "cove." near Mill Rock and
Hell Gate, opposite Ninety-sevent- h

street, Manhattan, the yacht, which had
been over toward the Astoria shore,
turned back toward Manhattan.

Tug No. 14 of the New York, New
Haven and Hartford Railroad was com-
ing downstream with a transfer barge
loaded with freight cats on cither side.
As the 'yacht neared the tug and barges
she did not obey the command of her
skipper, and It was explained later that
her steering gear got out of order.

She smashed Into tho nearest barge
bow on, crushing her own nose back
to a depth of three or four feet and
leaving plenty of space for water to
come In.

Capt. Cameron already had stopped
his engine. With James Flaherty, his
engineer, and Peter Larssen and John
Kleberg, deck hands, and George Allen,
the purser, he ran down among the pas-
sengers assuring them that they were
not In danger, since the nose of the
Osprey waa wedged under the gunwale
of the barge and the passengers could
easily step over on to the barge, which
had not suffered by the collision.

There were life preservers on the Os-
prey and some of 'the passengers got
these down from the racks and had
them In readiness to put them on.

Meanwhile, the captain of the tug-
boat, with the crews of the tug and the
barges, ran over the barge to the Os-
prey. The tugboat captain saw that the
Osprey was badly hurt and called out
to Capt. Cameron to throw him a line
and he would tie the yacht fast to the
barge.

Lines were thrown and the yacht and
barge were made fast. Then a gang-
plank was thrown across and the pas-
sengers, still a little nervous because
the yacht had been tipping forward as
the water came In, were led across on
to the big car float, which was as solid
as dry land.

The whistles of the Osprey and the
tug brought a variety of craft to the
rescue. The tug Bradley, owned by
the Bradley Construction Company,
was one of the rescuers. The crew of
the Yorkville volunteer llfesavlng sta-
tion, at the foot of Kast Eighty-nint- h

street, also rowed out In tour boats,
and a handy flreboat steamed up along
with three or four more tugs, followed
by Capt. Coghlan of Harbor U and a
crew of policemen.

The tug captains offered to transport
the passengers to shore and the offers
were accepted, the passengers dividing
up twenty to twenty-fiv- e to a tug.
There was a strong tide running at the
time, but no particular difficulty wss
found In making the transfers. The
tug? steamed off down the river and
landed the rescued wherever there was
a chance to tic up.

Then as the yacht pitched forward they
Jumped for the pier and made it with
only a wet foot or two.

Northern raciflc Ajrcnt Tells of of

Negotiations Between Judge
and Road.

Western land agent of the Northern
Pacific Mailroad. occupied the witness
stand before tho Hanford Investigation tocommittee the greater part of 's

sessions, reading letters dealing with
Und transactions between the Hanford
Irrigation and Tower Company 'and the
railroad. Recause of the lengthy ex
amination and thn fact that many employ-
ees in the law offices of Kerr A MoCord
have been suhpeenaed and undoubtedly
will be called by inquisitors, it was not
believed to-d- that the sessions in this
ctty could be finished before the middle
of next week, Instead of as
originally planned.

In rcsponso to Interrogations by
Higgtns Plummer submitted

portions of the correspondence which
passed between E. V, Hanford, manager
of the irrigation company, and himself.
Practically all this correspondence liad
to do with the fact that much of the land
held by the railway company was In-

cluded in a lot set aside by the railway
company at the request of the Govern-
ment reclamation service under agree-
ment that it was not to be disposed of
without consent.

Tho Government itself was contemplat-
ing an irrigation project In that locality

.which later full through. Kight to pur-
chase the land was not given the rrigation
company until 1009, although the first
inquiry had been made by K.C. Hanford
early In I0O7. One letter from Plummer
tu Judge Hanford whs read, Haying that
no survey of thn lands sought had bjcou
made und requesting Judge Hanford to
nsk thn Government to make a survey,
beaause such a step would expedite mat-
ters, while if thn railway company made
thn request, it wuh stated, it would he
compellnd to (id vance money for a survey,

Hull anotlinr letter Irom Plunuuer to
K. C Hanford wai res1, stating that
ihn lailway cnmiwiy would not soil the
lands sought benii of nn agreement
with the reclamation service until that
service had released thn railway com-
pany from its promise, The letters said,
however, that if released from thia promise

Company was to pay S3 an acre for poorer
lands and $10 an acre for better lands

subsequently was discovered that there
were more better lands than had been
expected by Judge Hanford.

investment planned by Judgn Hanford.
who had figured ou an average of $6.yi
an acre.

A proposition to reduce thn price on the
poorer lands to SI an acre was then sub-
mitted.

Writing of thl change in the original
offer Plummer, In a letter dated March

.1907, to Chief Land Commissioner Cooper
of tho railway said that he considered ihe
lowered price a fair one. He than added:
"And I believe that Is all they can afford

nay."
Representative McCoy wanted to know

why the prices were reduced wheo it was
decided that the irrigation company was
getting better land uian it figured upon.

WTiy shouldn't, thn price have been raised
rather than reduced?" MoCoy asked.

"I felt thut they couldn't afford to pay
the first price," Plummer answered.

Plummer then added: "There ia a limit
which an irrigation project can stand."

Representative Higgins here asked:
"Is there any limit winch a railway com-
pany may ask for Its lands?"

McCoy then made thn statement that
Cooper had written in one of thn letters
that thn Hanford people, he thought,
could afford to nay $10 an aero for prob-
ably all the land.

Plummer replied that hn had written
that to Cooper early in the negotiations.

Plummer read two letters written bv
Judgn Hanford on official paper of the
United States District Court, in which the
subject of tho release of lands by the
reolamallon aor vice was discussed. Thcss
were written in March, 1908.

A hen Plummer got off thn stand the
committee read into the record a tran-
script of a case of the Northern Pauiflc
against King county, (n which Judge
Hanford reduced tho taxes of tho rnllway
about t0,000 during tho timo when then
negotiations between Hanford and the
