Mr. Hock made the discover' last
March while on a botanical Investiga-
tion for the Territory and hla college.
He tapped one of the trees and secured
a bottle of the fluid, which he took
back to Honolulu for analysts. It proved
to be 14 per cent, pure rubber. He
kept quiet about his ilnd, wlshlrfc to
make further research before giving
the matter to the public, but a rumor
of tlio discovery leaked out nntl reached
tho cars of n Honolulu rubber con-
cern, which promptly despatched Its
rubber expert to the Island to look Into
the commercial Importance of the
forest.

To do this was no easy matter. Al-

though the forest Ik on land leased to
the rumvaawaa cattle ranch, ttw forest
la almost Inaccessible to man unaccus-
tomed to mountain climbing:. Tills may
account for Its remaining so long unob-
served. It Is high upon the stile of the
Mauna Kea volcano, and to reach It
from the plain the explorer must
scramble through the great lava flow
of 1881. The rubber company's expert
did that nnd was more than repaid
for his pains, ills Investigations satis-
fied him that Mr. Rock's estimates had
been away Inside of Hip actual existing
conditions, and the gum ho carried back
with him proved that not only was the
yield far greater than he had predicted,
but that the quality of rubber was ex-
ceptionally fine.

The land on which this forest Is
growing belongs to th Government.
At present it Is leased to Uobert Hind
for grazing purposes, and thousands
of Puuwaawaa cnttlo roam over It. A
phase of this rubber discovery which
concerns both Mr. Hind as lessee nnd
the Government as lessor Is whether
or not the lessee has the right, under
tne terms of his lease, to tap these rub i

ber trees. This question Is now being I

looked Into by Territorial officials,
Tt Is strange that comparatively small

s these Islands nrc In area, new
upon them are constantly be-

ing made. Mr. Rock, who Is an
Austrian by birth, and a graduate of
the University of Vienna, says they
offer sn ever widening field for th
botanist. This rubber rind Is only one
of many Interesting discoveries he has
made. Tn secluded corners of the vat-ley- s.

or high In the mountains may yet
be found many strange and beautiful
trees, with flowers of wondrous color
end perfume, such as may be seen no-
where else on the globe. Mnnv of theetrees bear edible fruit, usually berries
of some kind.

One of the most beautiful ns well as
useful of the old trees and one much
In demand by cabinetmakers for Its fine
grained, satiny wood Ih the ohla. One
species of this tree, the ohla-a- l. puts
forth no tentative tendril to bud. bios,
som and bear fruit. Instead the carmine
htossoms burst right out of the branches
and drop their petals to form Ions,
apple shaped red fruit, which, like the
blossom, of course grows stralcht out
of the branches. I.lhe many other of
the Island trees the ohla Is apt to break
out with blossoms any time of the year,
but It In particularly gorgeous In spring.

Then It Is that the foliage although
the tree Is an evergreen shows up In
ft riot of scarlet and orange, while from
every branch hang myriads of scarlet
flowers, making a brilliant, colorful re-
treat for the hundreds of tiny birds,
whose scarlet plumage as they flit from
bough to bough matches perfectly the
glowing tints of the flowers. The ohla
Is a bit partial to the mountain sides,
being found sometimes at an elevation to
of four thousand feet. Its height varies
from a shrub of fifteen feet to a tower-
ing

mass of Fcurlet. green and orange a

hundred feet high. It Is becoming
scarce now, thanks to the improvident
greed of commerce and the great value
of Its beautiful wood. Uvon tho natives
have helped to destroy it, using It from
time immemorial to make anything they
might happen to need from a calabash
to a god.

Among the curious trees found at
intervals along the coast and conspic
uous in April and May because of Its

ountlct-- s flowers Is tho papala, which
looks, IIUo seaweed and behaves like
n balloon. These trees are of more In-

terest after they are cut up into fire-
brand lengths. The wood Is peculiarly
light ttnd porous. It burns with a quick,
bright flume nnd tho natives are
to have used It In the old warring days
to niako firebrands for incendiary pur-
poses.

Wlllwlll wood
resembles cork In appearance, weight,
or lack of It, and ability to bounce
about In the water. Outrigger canob's
are' made of wlllwlll. You need to be
told this for your own peace of mind.
You've been consumed with wonder arid
admiration ever since that day at
Watklkl Reach when you saw a little
man run a boat up on the sands, hop
out, stick the boat under his arm anil
trot off with It to the boathousc.
Such strength waa uncanny, nnd you've
never ceased to mnrvel about It. Now
you can tie calm again, secure In the
knowledge that that boat did not
weigh more than twenty pounds.

Kxcept those trees which were taboo
to him, being set aside for the gods of
this, that and the other, the native,
before the coining of the white man,
made use of all the trees of the Islands
as his needs demanded. Nearly all of
mom provided food In some form or
other. Many of them not only food.
but medicine, clothing nnd materials for
building purposes, to any nothing of
wood for cooking utensils, war Imple-
ments and gods. The kauela wa one
of these utility trees. Very few of
them were thought poisonous, the
uklukl being one of them. But the
uklukl Isn't really a tree. It's a huge
Illy, with wonderful blue and yellow
flowers.

One of the trees taboo to the common
folk In Hawaii's olden days was the
plol. Neither for food nor fuel, nor
clothing, nor building purposes could
this tree be touched except by royal
hands, because long, long ngo It saved
from starvation tho Queen of Ulokoa.
who had been cantured hv th nimv
nnd left to perish of hunger. The plol
in h very ueautirui tree with light
glossy green leaves and yellow flowers
that shade Into delicate creon. It l
said to grow with or without water.

Koitio-iseoke- a sort of hyblscus you
con t get nwnv from the hvhlpno
these Islands Is another tree famous
In Hawaiian chant and legend.

MINORITY REPORT ON

STEEL SUSTAINS GARY

Gardner and Danforth Favor
Federal Commission to

Fix Prices.

OPPOSED BY STERLING

Government Regulation of In-

terstate Corporations
Recommended.

Washington, July "8. The Gary-Perki-

plan for the creation of n Federal
commission to fix the price of the prod-
ucts of industrial corporations is Indorsed
In a report made public y by npro- -
sentatives Gardner of Massachusetts
and Danforth of Now York, Hepubllcan
members o' the Stanley steel committee.
Thoy recommend the enactment o a
law under which all interstate corporations
would be required to obtain a charter
from the Federal Government before
beginning buslne ,

Oa dner and Danforth believe in effec-
tive Government regulation of the ac
tivities of interstate corporations. Rep-
resentative Sterling of Illinois, the fourth
Republican member of the steel com-
mittee, i ondemna the plan of Government
price fixing, recommends the enactment
of a Federa incorporation law and urges
the "dissolution of industrial trusts into
their integral parts."

Representatives Gardner and Danforth
condemn those concerned in tlm pay
ment or a row or M2,.ViQ,ooo to J. P, Morgan
A Co. for organizing the United States
Steel Corporation. They rend tho corpo-
ration a lecture, urging it to improve labor
conditions in its various shopn and fac-
tories. They charge that tho Steel Cor-
poration was overcapitalized and that
the corporation, through tho medium
of tho "Gary dinners," fixes "ihe
prices and tho independents fol ow suit."
Here are the findings of part of the th

report:
That J. P. Morgan A Co. and the under-

writing syndicate received l3,.'.oo.cioo for
organizing the United States Steel Corpora
tion.

That the corporation was capitalized at
ll.400.oon.000, of which nearly one-ha- ir

was "water."
That the average annual earnings of the

corporation have been from 11 tci i; jier
cent, on tho actual value of its assets,

That the corporation controls a little
over one-ha- lf the crude and finished steel
business of the I'nlted States.

That the average wholesale price of steel
productM has fallen off since the corporation
was organized.

That the corporation and all the Inde-
pendents have an understanding as to
prices.

That the system of Interlocking director-
ates hits Inslduoua consequences and facili-
tates "inside management" and the stifllnc
of competition.

That the situation as to Iron ore supply
is grave and may become memiring.

That labor conditions In certain depart
ments of the steel industry are bad.

The (iardner-Danfort- h recommenda
tions follow:

Constructive Legislation.
All corporations exceeding lio.doo.noo

in capitalization of valuation must become
United Mates corporations before enterlnc
interstate commerce. I'or smaller corpora
tions l nlted States charters areroluntarr.

AH I nlted States corporations must be
recapitalized at their actual value.

I', Morgan A Co, must stand condemned
befoie the more enlightened business ethics
of later yearn.

Regarding the charge that the labor
situation in certain departments of the
steel industry is bad, the report says:

ah a rule in tun plants oi uio corpora-
tion conditions aro better than in the
plants of the indeendenlH. In the rolling
mills and blast furnaces men often hav
been required to work or at nil events
remain on morn or less exact lug duty
for twelve hours a day fur eeven ilaVH
in tho week. Incredibleas il may seem, tho
fact is indisputable. It Is true that a blast
furnace must be kept goinc night nnd
day. If It fa extinguished it is ruined.

"We believe that tho corporation Is
substantially improving this situation,
but wo cannot forbear from utterinir the
suggestion that three shifts of eight hours
eacli otiKlit to take tlm plane or two shuts
oi twelve nours eacn. Aitnougn strictly
speaking beyond the scope of our report,
wh feel that this recommendation to the
corporation may with propriety bemado."

Representative. Sterling's report reuds

uy ine express companies. For Instance,
the charge made by an express company
for a 200 mile haul covers the trans
portatlon of a package only from one
town to another without any rural sen-Ic-

ana witn a limited city delivery aervlee
On the other hand the Government under
mis proposea parcels post syatem will
tako a parcel from a farmer's home on
a rural route, carry It to town, trans-
port It 200 miles over railroads and then.
If desired, deliver It to another farmer
out on another route. In other words,
when parcels post rates are compared
with express rates there should also be a
comparison of the character of service
rendered. We believe that with all
elements duly considered the parcels post
charges will compare favorably with ex-
press charges, present or proposed.

For forty years the American people
have been demanding a parcels post,
having In mind an extension of the postal
service to cover the handling of small
parcels at rates which will enable the
purchaser and consumer to deal directly
where so desired. Under a flat rate
system the rate must be so high as to be
prohibitive of much of the short distance
traffic that rhould be accommodated.
Such a rate has not been contemplated
by thn public In Its dlscuaslon of this
subject. Neither has the public In mind
Government ownership or express com-
panies, nor the absorption of the heavy
transportation business handled by ex-
press companies at the present time. We
have endeavored to provide the service
for which there has been a general dc.
mand.
