September 21
Schools for special purposes are to be treated in two articles, of
which this will be the first. It will be to business, ac-

countancy and commercial schools and will describe not only their
methods and achievements hut will explain in toix)t mrorure the
secret of their growth and popularity. Thcit rfnele-.c- y, which
has teen attacked, wilt be gauged, and both Mdcs of the argu-
ment will be carefully explained.

September 28
The second of the two articles on special schools will treat chiefly
of schools of music, but. other hi&hly individualized institutions
will receive consideration.

October 5
The concluding article of the series will deal with the preparatory
school in its relation to the college and university. This con-
sideration will be broad and well in perspective. The question
of whether the preparatory school and the university are generally
well hitched, a big subject of debate at prerent, will W ilouly
entered into and a final estimate of the success or our schools
will be sought.
