'REV. 8. F. HOTCHKIN DEAD,

Negletrar of Eplscopal Diocese of
rennsylvania—Author of Note,

PHILADELPHIA, Aug. 1.—The Rev. Samuel
F. Hotchkin, registrar of the Episcopal
diocese of Pennsylvania and an author of
considerable note, died to-day at Bustleton,
He was 70 years old and had been ill for
several months,

Funeral services will be held in the Me-
morial Church of the Beloved Physiclan at
Hustleton, of which Mr. Hotchkin was
rector emeritus at the time of his death,

Mr. Hotehkin was known throughont the
Fpiscopal world.  Horn at Saugueit, N. Y.,
April 2, 1833, he was graduated from Trinity
College in 1858 and from the General Theo-
logical Seminary in 1980,  His first wife was
Miss Sarah Sully, daughter of John Nadie,
an artist of this eity, In 1899 he marrind
Miss Helen Nicholson, daughter of the Rev.
Edwaund Roberts,

Bishop Chase of Ohio ordained Mr. Hoteh-
kin to the deaconate in 1560 and in the fol-
lowing vear he was ordained to the priest-
hood by Bishop Lee of Delaware,

of the Bible,” *Dark Care Lightened,” * T'he
