On the Sunday after the killing of
Roseuthal ffteen Central Office men
ware sent up the West Shore and put
to work, with Kingston as a general
base. They shed thelr city clothes,
discarded as many of their sleuth
marks as possible and dressed them-
selves to look like farmhands or itiner-
ant luborera,

From duy to day, singly or In palrs,
they drifted along the little rallroad
linex In Delaware, Creene and Ulster
counticre,  They spled at the depots,
caught the gosslp of village stores and
wherever the prospect scemed lkely
took a Job ax a hired hand. In a few
days they began to get interesting
news,

Detoctive Harvey, who had gone to
Flelschmann's, found out several days

ago that there was a stranger In town |

who had sald that he was a chauffeur
out of a jobh. As quletly as possible,
feigning the curlosity of a native, the
Central Office man obtained a descrip-
tion of the jobless chuuffeur. The de-
scription tallied niceiy with the ap-
pearance of Whitey Lewis, the Zelig
gangelor, who was oan old acquaintance
of Harvey's,

The detective found out at what
boarding louse Lewls was stopping
and managed to get a peek at him.
Harvey rubbed his hands In delight. He
had located his man. That was threa
days before he mada the arrest,

He could have clapped his hand on
Lewls's shoulder that moment, but that
wasn't part of the game as the central
office men were playing it.  He hoped
that some of Whitey's friends would
drop in at Flelschmann's to pay a call
or that Lewis lhimself would make a
iittle excursion that would lead the de-
tective to Gyp the Blood or Lefty Louie.

But Lewis was leading a strictly re-
tired life. He seldom moved out of his
boarding house, and then only
dark. Harvey, loafing along the country
roads, never let Lewls entirely out of Lis
sight except for a foew hours in the
night.

All of this time the central office man
was leathering his face and hardening
his hands pliching hay for a Flelsch-
mann's farmer. Aftersthe hay pitching
was over and the cows had been milked
-——new business for a cenfral office man
—and the other chores had been fin-
Ished Hurvey made sure that Lewis had
gone to bed. He was up every morning
a little after daylight. In no night did
he get more than four hours sleep.

On Thursday afternoon Harvey tralled
Lewls to the depot and found that he
had bought a ticket for New York., All
hope of being led to the other mur-
derers had vahished. So Harvey pulled
the old straw hat down over his face,
took a hitch in h!s galluses and lald
hands on the man,

It was just about the biggest shock
of Lewls's life. As was learned yester-
day¥ he had no idea that the detectives
had located him, and he had expected to
travel back to New York and see some
of his friends.

There was a pretty strong notion that
l.ewis had been to town at least once
before. The mountain lfe bored him.
He yearned for the clatter of the streets,
the bright lights and word of mouth
news of the hunt for him and his
friends.

Handcuffed to Stay.

After Harvey had arrested Lewls he
sent word to Detectives Campbell and
Raftis. who were watching a village
near Flelschmann's, and the pair jolned
him. The only pair of handcuffs that
Harvey carrled belonged to Liout. Jim
Dunn, who is on duty afternoons in
the detectlve bureau here. Dunn had
forgotten to give Harvey the Key and so
when the handeuffs were once clasped
on they had to stuy locked until Harvey
could find Dunn vesterday, ’

The three detectives took lewls to
Kingston in an automoblle. In that city
late on Thursday night they arralgned
Lewis at tha police headquarters,
Eave hisx name as Frank Muller, age
occupation tinsmith.

Before Deputy Commissioner Dough-
erty vesterday he  added two more
trades, weaver and bookbinder,

“Not that Whitey ever worked at
them,” said Dougherty. “But he larned
them In jail.”

In the Kingston police station Lewis
was  quite calm and cheerful, He
chewed gum and made flippant answers
to the questions asked him,

“Have you ever been arrested
fore?” was one of them.

"1 guess yes, a thousand times,” sald
Lewls,

When he was asked if he knew any-
thing about the murder of Rosenthal,
he gave a sharp look at the detective
and sald:

“Nope. Don't know a thing about it."

Wanted to Rescue Lewls.

At 3 o'clock In the morning Harvey
and his prisoner hoarded a train for
this city. On the way down Lewis was
talkative and seemingly unconcerned
about his arrest, He said:

“l don't know anything about the
killing. 1 was out of town for three
weeks  with relatives, They haven't
anything on me."

The traln arrived at the Weehawken
statlon of the West BEhore road at 5:40
o'clock yesterday morning. There was &
blg crowd at the station and strung
through this lot of onlookers were some
hard looking characters that were {den-
tifled by the detectives as East Slde
gangmen. Hall a dozen of these citj-
zens ran through the gates as the train
came to a standstill and gathered near
the car in which were Harvey and the
prisoner.

Four detectives from the West Sixty-
elght street station planted them-
welves at the steps of the car and lept
their hands on their revolvers The
news that one of the murderers had
heen caught was well distributed hours
before. The detectives were afraid of
an attempt being made to take Whitey
Lewis from them,

The roughs in the crowd made nn
move, however, and the prisoner wys
hurried from the tralnshed to 1he
ferry. brought acrosa the river and
taMen in an automoblle stralght (o 1.
llce Headquarters Depusy  Commps-
sloner Dougherty and Inspector Hughe
having been notified hours before of
the capture of Lewls, were up early ond
walting for him.

He balked at an-
swerlng. Any questions that Dougherty
put that bore squarely on the circum-
stances of the shooting were evaded by
the prisoner.

After finishing with Lewis, Dougherty
sald:

“He knows all about it. He knows all
about the preparations for the killing
and about the murder itaelf. 1 belleve
that he was one of the men who fired
the shots. [ think he will decide to
talk.”

Detective Harvey took Lewis to the
Crilminal Courts Bullding and arraigned
him before Coroner Felnberg on the
charge of murder. Harvey made a short
affidavit which =ald that Frank Muller
“in concert with others did hold a re-

volver  which  he dischurged with
felonious -intent, thg builets from sald
revolver hitting Herman  Hosenthal,

causing wounds from which he subse-
quently died.,” The affidavit stated that
the information on which the charge
was based was recelved from Jack Rose
and others,

The Coroner asked Lewis what his
address was, but the prisoner declined

to give it. Coroner Feinberg supplied
him with one for the present-—the
Tombs

Lewis was not quite so carefree and

That was a little hard for Deputy
Commilssioner Dougherty to understand.
He had expected to find Lewls well
urmoed, and the Commissloner pressed
Detective Harvey as to whether Harvey
had made any mistake about weapons,
The detective was sure, however, that
Lewlx was not armed.

The malin floor of the Criminal Courts
Bullding was crowded with sharpeyed,
hardfaced young men who had been fre-
quenting the hearings in the cases of
the suspects. The arrest of Lewls had
evidently exclited this crew of East Side
gamblers and gangsters. And Assistant
District Attorney Frank Moss wondered
why the policemen were not more par-
ticular in keeping such spectators away
from the court room.

Whitey Lewls was not staying
long In one place, but was shifting
from village to village, Tracea were
obtalned of the movements of Horowlitz
and of Rosenzwelg, but untll vesterday
Ittle that was definite was reported as
to thelr travels,

As soon as Harvey flashed word that
he had located Lewis he was told not
to let Lewis out of his sight, but to hang
on unti] Lewis led him to one of the
other two. That proved useless and
other methods were adopted.

Deputy Commissioner  Dougherty
would not say last night just how the
Information had come as to the general
whereabouts of Rosenzwelg and Horo-
witz, but he felt confident that the two
were In a trap and that thelr arrest
would come within a day or two,

Late last evening Mr. Dougherty
taiked over the long distance phone to
several police chiefs In Delaware and
Ulster counties and gave them Instruc-
tlons as to cooperating with the central
office men. The outcome of one of these
long distance talks was the sending of
Detectlves Casassa and McKenna up
the West S8hore Rallway.

Boy Saw Four Wanted for Marder,

There has been a falling off of busi-
ness in the men's night court at York-
ville gince the charge af graft was made
agalnst the police. Right after the Ro-
senthal murder the number of prison-
ers began to decrease, and when Lieut.
Becker was Indicted for murder the
cases shrank about 35 per cent., A
month ago the court was golng mer-
rily along with an average of more
than 120 prisoners a seaslon. Within
two weeks that average has dropped
to about seventy a sesslon,

The finuctivity of the strong arm
fquad is primarily the cause of the
slump In numbers. Three weeks agn
the members of Hecker's squad were
averaging about sixty-five youths a
night for shooting eraps, rowdyism, and
crowding the street corners. Twenty
such arrests I8 & blg night at present
und the average Is less than fifteen,

For geveral months the Central oMece
men furnished at least two-thirds of
the prisoners at the night court. Crap
rhaooters were frequently taken there in
bunches of ten or twelve, corner loaf-
crs wnd rowdles In groups of half a
dozen.  Now, the plain clothes men
ure conspicuous by thelr ahsence,

the nuinber of prisonere 1o Yorkville
nt night that they did formerly.

HARD ON THIS ALIBIL

These
men stand around outside the gambling
places and occupy the lobbies of hotels,
wherethe gambling takes place in the hots]
or near by, and invite the stranger to play,
Everybody getsacquainted easily at Atlan.
tic City and the runner after meeting g
stranger asks him if he ‘ever plays a little
game.' After the stranger is inveigled
into playing the runner gets from 80 to
35 per cent. of what the man has lost,
They work any sort of a gambling gama,
“Reforethe Rosenthal killing the Atlantiq
City gamblers came to New York for busi.
ness. I had charge of the graft investi.
gation for the Burns agency in Atlantig
Citv and I knew of the exodus from. At-
lantic City to New York several weeks ago,
But they are all back there now und with
them a great many New York crooks,

“Since the graft case at Atlantic City,
when City Councilmen weve trapped by
the Burns agency in grafting, the gamblers
have gone in good sized numbenrs to Phila-
delphia, Hartford, Narr gansett and New.
port. Thev came to Atlantic City be.
cause they got scared when they found
they hadn't the police with them. [
have just had one of my men back from
Narragansett and Newport who rnvnru
that he bumped into numerous gemhlers
there. 1 would estimate roughly that
at least half of the gamblers who usially
make New York their headquarters have
skipped out since the Rosenthal case.

“Some of these gamblers who beat it
to Atlantic City six weeks ago when the
exposures in New York began operate
two places, one jn Atlantic City and au-
other in New York. Accordingly they
simply shift their paraphernalia {rom one

lace to another. The gamblers am

7,400 NATIONAL BANKS IN U. §

They Have Capital of 81,054,150,514
and $721,623,148 Outstanding.

WasnminGrox, Aug. 2.--Omn August 1
there were 7.400 national banks doing
buslness, with an authorized caplital of
$1,064,300,534 and outstanding circulas-
tion secured by bonds of $721,623,148,
according to a statement {ssued by the
Secretary of the Treasury to-day.

During the month of July there wera
twenty-elght applications of organized
national banks recelved. LiIghteen
applications pending were approved and
four rejected. 8Sixteen banks with a
total capital of $4,510,000 were author-
ized during the month.

The statement of the Comptroller of
the Currency for July, lssued to-day,
shows the total amount of national
bank notes outstanding is $744,905,041,
A decrease of $229,051 since July 1.

A statement of colnage for the month
of July shows 885,000 gold pleces,
valued at $3,320,000, and 70,000 half

dollars and 1,600,000 dimes.
