'I he liquor man set aside HnT.Mm to lie
used for the creel Ion ol a mausoleum
modelled, as he describes, lifter IhoTemple
of 1 hoi'ensal Athens, toho placed in either
thy Holy Cross or Holy Sepulchre ceme-
teries. He iiImi provides a trut fnnrl of
$7,5l), the income of which t to be used
to maintain the mausoleum. He directs
his executors to pay $20,iniii for the site
and Jlln.ooii for the erection of the struc-
ture.

Shea also left to the city of Philadelphia
for its Museum of Art all of his private
collection, antiques, curios, portraits,
paintings nnd engravings. Tliese nre to
lie known as tlie llartholomevv Shea
collection. Some of them were gathered
by the deceased in a trip nbout the world
some four years ago.

Nine of the city's hospitals are left
K.ww each for t he endowment of Hartholo-me- w

Shea beds, several Catholic societies
aro'romeinbered in the will, and his former
property, where for many years no :!

his saloon, w held in trust for his
nephew until he shall have obtained his
majoritv. His two sisters receive fjO.noo
and J2."i,ipo0 respect ivelv, and tho remuinder
of pie estate, which excel ds J5CO.HOO.
is to be apiKirtioiicd equally among fifteen
distant relatives.

Ilartholomew Shea was one of the old
time saloon keeiiors who flourisned before
the days of high license.

At one time ho was interested as the
silent partner of Col. John I. Ilogers,
once owner of the Philadelphia National
Iaguo baseball team

Several years ago he astonished society
by purchasing a residence on North Horas
street, next door to that of the late George
D. VVidener He furnished h suinritii-ousl- y

and installed in it the art gallery
thai ho has given to tho city His only
companion there wns his faithful old
housekeeper, to whom he left llo.imo in
his will.
