WasHiNGTON, Aug. 8. The tariff pro-
grumme of the session was advaneed to-
day in both the House and the Senate.
The House adopted the conference report
on the bill revicing the wool schedule
by a vote of 100 to 82, twenty-four in- |
surgent  Republicans voting with  the |
Democrats in favor of adopting the re-'
port.  The bill is the same one that passed
Congress o year ago as the result of com-
promise¢ between Sonator La  Follette
end the Democratas.

The conference report will e submitted
in the Senate at noon Monday by Mr, |
La Follette, and it appears to be generally |
condeded that it will Le accepted, and
then will go to the President. |

While the House was agreeing to the
wool bill the Senate ook the necessary !
