WIDOWS IN FRANCE SUE

FOR BIG ESTATES HERE

Nro tliers "Who Neeame l'ieh in
Silk Manufacture Got

Divorces in Jersey.

Testimonv just llled in the New Jnrser
Court of Chancery reveals the compli-

cated matrimonial affairs of two brothers
who left, their wives in Lyons. France,
moro than forty years ago and came to
this country to make their fortunes in
the silk manufacturing business, lloth
divorced their French wives on the
ground of desertion and married Ameri-
can women.

Tho brothers established the prosperous
firm of Givcruaud llros., with uilk
mills in West Hoboken. North Bergen,
Mackenick. Allentnwn, l'.i., and Fast
Norwich, Conn.

Rartheleiny Louis, the elder of the two,
died in Lo Angeles. Cut., on January 2,
Iltos, leaving an estate valued at S4(iu,oeo.
His Atuericm wifo liad died before him,
and he left tho bulk of his property to his
son by her, diaries L. Givernaud. The
other brother. Ktienne. died on July 12

the same year, survived by hU wife,
but no children.

.Subsequent to the death of the broth-
ers four suitrt were brought in the New
Jersey t'ourt of Chinivry. two against
the osUto of each brother. In each case
one suit was toannul the divorce obtained
in New Jersey lrom the wife in Lyons,
France, and the othr win by the French
wifo and her children ti have the will
sot aside on tho ground that tho dlvorco
hi each was obtained by fraud.
