Leading Roasters Credited

With Active Supporting-- Orders.
Coffee advanced sharply in the late trad

ing. There was active buying, which seem
ingly came from leading roasters. Some
said that support was extended to keep
llrazil from becoming demoralized. Others
suggested that the bears had overshot the
mark nnd would llnd difficulty In covering
commitments. There was no doubt, how
ever, Imt that tho rally was timely Irom
the bull standpoint. Prices early had
declined sharply on bad European cables
and unsatisfactory advices from llrazil.
There were three failures of shipping houses
In .Santos, which though not extremely
Important caused head shaking. Primary
receipts were heavy, 57,OflO bags at
Han Paulo. Deliveries, moreover, continued
comparatively light. The local spot trade
was practically at a standstill and prices
easier.
