Mrs. I'utiiam was found yesterday at
Madison, Conn,, where she is spending;

What I no ad-
vise is thatfnvery womanQwear address
suitable to tho occupation in which she
is engaged. I simply could not work at
my writing here in the country unless I
were dressed comfortably, and I believe
many other women feel that they would
like a change. The trouble is they haven't
the courago to make it.

"I have preached the philosophy of
proper dressing among my friends, most
of them writers and women whoso nmea
are well known about the city. Other-
wise I have done no missionary work.
I shan't make u campaign either.

"I am a socialist and believe in letting
every one do as he pleases. I believe in
Hie development or extreme Individuality
without let Gr hindrance. That's why, I
have the courago to face criticism even
from tho members of my own family."
