Is hardly
comparable with King Slrlus: but neverthe
less the former is s gigantic sun. and one
does not study his furious and flaring rlre
without admitting that King A returns Is
taken In all. a greater sky furnace than is
either Uueen Vega or King Antaree.

King Arcturua is situated tlnnamentauy
at the bottom of the kite shaped constella
tion of Routes, and Is rather easily "dls
covered." for the curving handle of the
well known Dipper points somewhat ac
curaUly in his direction. This great sky
king is now enthroned more and more in
the western firmament, and win descend
more and more to the westward as bummer

nil fall u awav. This sidereal revolu
lion or King .rciurii occurs year aner
year witli sidereal accuracy: a revolution
In common with nil the other suns of night
around the pivotal point of I'olaris. the north
irur Kntiiru of llootes lunv be called
"harbinger or spring una "tareweii oi
summer." since he rises before the first of
March and seems to wane about the close
of August. Although he is easily the
brightest gem oi nis consieuauon, itooiea

Thousands of army and navy vuterans
of the civil and Spanish war and widows
of veterans In this oity have heen reduced
to dlstres through the failure of Con-gree- a

to make an appropriation for pen-

sion and the consequent inability or the
local agency to disburse the funds usually
at its disposal on the fourth day of each
quarterly month.

One haa only to wait in the anteroom of
the pension agenoy at 0& Dleeokor street
a few minutes to get an idea of how much
this pension money means to thoso depen
dent upon it. Many who draw pensions
live on the edge of poverty and regulate
their expenditure so aa to have just
enough to tide over the few days that
usually elapse between the tfme they send
their vouchers and the receipt of the pen
sion. More than a week has now passed

ince payments were due and there is nn
relief through action by Congress.

The total number of pensioners in this
city on July 31 was 48,883. Of this num
ber approximately 29,000 aro veterans and
19,000 are widow of veterans. Of the
veterans of thevmy there are about 21,000

and of the navy about 8,000.
There is paid out quarterly by the agency

in this city about 12,000,000. All of this
money is due on the fourth day of the
quarterly month.

On August 5 Acting Pension Agent L. S.
Fountain received from Washington by
wire IHOOO.OOO with instructions to dis
tribute it as far aa it would go among the
army veterans. From that amount he
now haa a .balance of 187. None of the
navy veterans has been paid.

Meanwhile there have been hundreds of
letters and telephone calls aa to whv th
pensions have not been paid. The cor-
respondence haa become bo voluminous
that two clerks have lieen assigned tn
open the letters and mail them back with
a brief explanation that paymciil is de-

layed because- - Congress lias failed to
make an appropriation. In many n(
these letters the writera havo nudo ap-

peals- so moving that Mr. Fountain in his
reimrt to Commissioner Davenport has
asserted that "tho withholding of their
pension money is criminal."

One woman writes Unit she is utmost
distracted. Sho says that illness lus
made it impossible for her to work and
that her pension monev nlone ttands be-

tween her and destitution. Another siy
that her tradesmen, who usually glvi- - h'cr

and those who work there find their grn vest
problem. There they come face to tuco
with those who are suffering. In the
last few days they have been coming bv
the hundreds, the blind, the maimed and
those whom poverty has broken in bodv
and spirit. Home unable to pay car fttrx
have walked great distance and ate
overcome when told that there in no
money. In many instances Mr. Foun-
tain haa given them enough to get back
home. In a few cases he has called mes-
sengers to see that an old man and woman
got back safely.

Over the window at which these pei-so- ns

make their complaint is a sign read-
ing, "Pension Payments Are Delayed for
Want of Funds. Congress Huvitin; Failed
to Make the Required Appropriations."
This suffices for some, but the maloritv
do not understand and the circumstances
have to be explained. One gray haired
