If the House ot Kepreaentatlves passes
the Panama Canal bill In the shape In which
It has been finally reported by the confer
ence committee and pasaed by the Senate
It will lie up to President Taft to decide
whether he will sign a measure which con-

tains the provision of which we are told:
The railroad section of the bill Is drastic. In Its

terms and broad In the powers It confer on the
Interstate Commerce Commlaslon. It prohibits
railroads after July 1, MM, from owning or con
trolling competing steamer llaeK, "operating
through the Panama Canal or elsewhere," and
gives to the Interstate Commerce Commission
the poner to determine whether the railroad
and Me.imhtp lines are "competing carriers"
within the meaning of the law.

Tho meaning of this section Is that the
New York, New Haven and Hartford Kail-roa- d

Company v, III be compelled either to
discontinue Its steamship lines on the Sound
and elsewhere, or elie to obtain from the
commission its consent that the steamship
connections may bo maintained, In order
thut this consent may be obtained the com-

pany apparently must demonstrate that
Its steamers compete with Its railroad lines,
which, as everybody knows. Is not the fact.

This provision lias no relation wlintover
to the operation of the Panama Canal.
It Is ns foreign to tho Panama Canal busi
ness as would be a provision revising tho
tariff on brass tacks.

why Is such u provision inserted in this
bill?

We reply that ft is a drive at this one
ratlroud system, initiated and prosecuted
by a single Individual, Louis D. tlrandels,
furtively representing certain financial
and political Interests In Boston that are
inimical to New Knglaud's great railroad
system under Its present management.
