Luse of milk and a simple explanation of
the syatem of milk grading adopted hy
the department. [t also offers sugges-
tiona to mothers a= to the fitness of tha
geveral grades for consumption by chil-
dren.

The bulletin says

The rulea and regulations of the Depart-
ment of Health require that all milk, whether
in bottles or cans, ahsll ba labelled with the
grade for which a permit has hean issued
The department should be Informed when-
ever this regulation is not complied with

The rules and regulations relating to the
sale of milk will be sent to any one on appli-
cation. By cnlling at the department anv
person may obtaln information as te the
grade of milk each dealer in tha clity Is
permitted to sell
