The League of American Sportsmen
and the New York Zoological Society
have nppcalod Jointly tn Pollen Com-
missioner 'Waldo to enforce the city
ordinance .which prohlhlts shooting,
within the city limits, This has been
done in order to protect the, quail which
during the last two years have been
seen In parts of The Bronx.

This action was occasioned by In-

arations to so after them on October 1,

the opening; day of the quail seaenn.
'The League, of American Sportsmen

points out that tho city ordinance Is
paramount to the State law under
which hunting licenses nre Issued, and
they have been Informed that Commis-
sioner Wuldo has Instructed tho police
In the upper Hronx district to strictly
enforce It.
