The Mayor said he kept watch of the
excise situation the best he could nnd did
not allow members of tho uniformed
force "to go into saloons right nnd left
and collect graft to put down a dollar
bill on the bar and get $10.05 change after
buying a glass of beer."

A. Why, can I say that
there Is absolutely nobody now paying?
I have lieen told all along the peoplo may
pay to keep open ofter I o'clock.

(J For instance, do you think that the
only way of reducing the graft In the saloon
business is by suspending IJio excise law?
A, I havo never thought of nny such thing
at all. I only know this, that Just as soon as
you send spies Into a back room, whether of
private societies or the police force, those
spies are corrupted and la.ke graft, The
worst lakers of graft In the city are the
agents of private societies In years gone
by, nnd we allow tho police Io go In under
the greatest precautions and under officers.
