BEA Ginr, N0, Rept. 15 Before leav
ing here to-day for his speaking trip
through the West Gov. Wilson gave out
copies of a letter which he sent last night
to certain publhic oficials of Newark and
Essex county calling their attention to a
complaint made to him with respect to
open violations of the law in hotels, dance
halls and cafes in Newark

On August 27 there wins presented to
the Governor a petition signed by repre
sentatives of the Anti-Saloon League in
which it was protested that efforts to have
the alleged violations of law in Newark
punished had been thwarted because of
the inactivity of public officials. The
officials named were Prosecutor Wilbur
A. Mott, Sheriff John ¥F. Monahan, Chief
of Police John Corbett and Mayvor Jacob
Haussling. 1t was also alleged that City
Counsel James R. Nugent as counsel to
the Excise Board had put barriers in the
way when prosecutions of saloon keepers
were attempted,

At that time Gov. Wilson pointed out
to the delegation which waited upon him
that he could do little more than call the
attention of these officiuls to the condi
tions complained of and trust to publie
opinion to bring about a change in their
attitude. He waid he would write to Lhe
ofMicials and also send to them the afi-
davita presented to him by the Aunti
Saloon League

Copies of the affidavits accompanied
the letters sent out by the Governor lust
night. He assigned John J Clafly, one
of his stenographers, 1o the task of de-
Livering them

Referring to the evidence submitted
to him Gov. Wilson declares that it seems
to be very explicit and means “that the
police and civil authorities of the city
not only connived at the lawlessness hit
in some instances countenauced it o
person.”

He says it is possible this evidence may
be rebutted, but that it is so explicit that
he can do no less than point out the neces-
sity for a correction of the conditions such
as are alleged to exist. To this Le
