*The Woman of It," by Mark lee
FLuther (Harpers), is a very readable
story of Washington, Without doubt the
plot runs toward the creepy regions of
melodrama, but this can be forgiven for
the excellent reason that eeveral real
human beings are concernad in the action
and at least one of them is thoroughly
lovable. ‘The novel deals with the
experiances of a newly elected ocongress-
man and his family. Hia wife is a plain
uneducated country woman, and her
introduction to the life of the capital is
well described.

It is she who finds her way into the
affection of the reader. She is troubled
from the beginning with doubte of the
course chosen by her husband, who has
already made a fortune out of the im-
perial relish invented by her, but who
now thinks he has found in the inner
shrines of Washington wonderful men
ready to help him to become a multi-
millionaire. In this story it is the man
and not the woman who has social ambi-
tions. It is he who sets up an automobile
and buys a “palatial mansion,”

The wife maintains her simplicity of
thought and ideals. She contlnues to
be sound, wholesome and adorable, deapite
the faot that she cannot speak good
Fnglish and is unacquainted with the
bylaws of high society. All this part of
the book is delightful. It seems a pity,
therafore, that the author had to intro-
duce a sort of Ratfles. who was trying to
win the congressman's daughter at the
game time he was planning to rob the
congressman’'s safe, and who placed in
the household as butler a criminal tool
of his own, Of course these two precious
geoundrels have to be outwitted by the
homespun wife, whose brain is always in
good working order
