The annual regattu and gondola nicewas made particularly gay this year by
the presence In the lagoon of four big
yachts. French and Kngllsh. which
were gayly dressed out with Mags for
the occasion.

This regatta and gondola race has u

long nnd plcturesquo history, but now
It has become merely a day of carnival
on the t.rand Canal, with the race as
an unimportant feature. The spectacle
of the day consists of a parade back
and forth from the Klalto bridge to thu
Doge's 1'alace of twenty or more splen-
didly decorated barges rowed by men In
mciliieval costumes, these barges nnd
costumes being presumably reproduc-
tions of the state craft of tho noble
families of Venice's proudest days. The
race Is of secondary Importance. The
racing gondolas nre about a third as
large as the regular craft and are rowed
by two men. Tho course Is long and Is
kept clear by policemen In motor boats
armed with particularly lively und
acthe garden hose.

Hut the real sight of tho regatta this
year, as always, was the crowd on the
water. Everything that could float was
brought out handsomely appointed
electric launches, beautiful private
gondolas with smartly liveried gondo-
liers nnd water soaked old fishing lug
gers loaded to tho water's edge with tho
boatman's family nnd all Its ramifica
tions Into the third generation.

All the buildings along the canal wero
decorated with Hags and rich draperies
hung from the windows, every balcony
was packed and every spot where there
was standing room was crowded. On
(he Iron bridge In front of the academy

military band played tlie Inevitable
Tripoli," the new war song thnt hns
nt Italy crazy.

After tho race had passed, an unim-
pressive spectacle, but eminently sat-
isfactory to the Venetians, the water
cruft spread out Into tho canal again,
the music began once more, lunch
baskets were opened nnd the cnrnlval
went nn, the crowd singing. Idling,
Jesting, moving slowly up nnd down
the canal until dark.

Although It Is nt the riazza that nt
nil times tho renl life of Venice centres,
yet during the summer n very largo
part of Its activity Is transferred to the
Udo, a narrow strip of snnd twenty
minutes from the city by stenmbont,
which Is probably the finest bathing
beach In Italy. All Venetians go to tho
Udo, but the older ones go with stern
disapproval In their henrts. for tho l.ldo
of with Its hotels nnd Its bath-
houses, Its cafes und 'its crowds, Is a
new development, nnd your truu Veno
Ilm bates Innovations.

Fr iri the middle of the morning until
nightfall the Udo Is n guy and busy
place, but ut dark everything Is over.
There ore none of the nmusement fea-
tures that would be the Inevitable ac-
companiment of so popular a place In
America. There is not a Ferris wheel
