His  forces have already
pushed to within forty miles of the na-
tional capltal, and the gunboats he cap-
tured here yesterday are on their way
to attack Tamplco, Late news received
here to-night from Mexico Cilty indi-
cated Madero was preparing to evacuate
the capltal hastlly and proceed north to
his home in Monterey.

After a stormy sesslon of the Con-
gress last night, during which Deputy
Moheno demanded the resignation of
the Cabinet and was quashed by the
president of the Chamber, refusing 1o
permit  discussion, Moheno again this
afternoon attacked the Government and
nsigted peace could come to Mexleo
only through either the reslgnation of
Maderoe or the intervention of thoe
U'nited States,

Reports from all parts of southern
Mexleo, as well as from the northern
States, indicate that Madero is rapldly
losing his command of the situation, It
ia the opinion here that hig regime is on
the verge of toppling before the already
powerful movement of the exiled Pres-
ident's nephew, and that it will require
nothing short of a military and diplo-
matic miracle to =ave the P'residential
robes of Madero,

Diaz has 3,000 troops under his com-
mand, while the rebel troops loyal to
hig cause are within forty miles of the
national capltal. He is amply supplied
with ammunition and is backed by his
uncle's millfons, It has become evident
that Diaz did not undertake this revolt
without elaborate preparation.

Besides the force that Diaz has here
Gen. Agullar, one of his followers, has
1,000 men at Jalapa on the Natlonal
Rallway between Vera (‘ruz and Mexico
city. Agullar is recruiting throughout
the State and men are flocking to join
his force.

Doubts as to the specific object of the
Maz revolt were removed when he was
proclalmed Provislonal President by Col.
Jose Dlaz Ordaz, his cousin, and com-
mander of the Twenly-first Infantry,
flationed here.

WATCH FOR FILIBUSTERS.

Gulf Coast Swepnt by Murricane —

Inlands 10 Feet Under Water.

MartaMmoris, Mexico, Oct. 17, The trop-
ical hurricane which swept the upper
Guif coast of Mexico last night and yes-
terday caused a heawy loss of life and the
destruction of much property. Meagre
reporis were received here to-day from
points as far as Soto La Marina, over 150
miles away, and they tell of desolation
caused by the terrific wind and overflow of
rwaters of the Gulf. In some localities
the inundation swept inland for twenty-
‘five miles. Scores of little villages ulong
the coast were dostroyed.

_Nearly all of the town of Soto La Ma-
Fina waseweptaway. Among the nearby
towns to Matamoras which were destroyed
were Santa Teresa and San Fernando. The
chain of 1slands lying between the Gulf and
the Laguna Madre were about ten feet
under water during the height of the storm
and it is thought all persons and live stock
upon these islands were drowned

Relief expeditions have been ordered
