The twentp-Hl- x canes reaulllnR from
rlds In the loan shark crusado which
are awaiting trial in Special KesMions
are to be taken to the Supremo Court
of the United Stnten, it developed
day, by means of ono of four that
came up In the Tombs court and was
designated by counsel as a tost case to
go before the higher tribunal. Tills ac-

tion on tho part of tho money lenders
follows the decision of the Court of Ap-

peals handed down on Tuesday, which
sustained the judgment of tho Justices
of Special Sessions in tho cose of Emma
Blumberg, tho first of the cases to come
to trial there of tho arrests made under
direction of Assistant District Attorney
Franklin S. Brooks on the authority
of the law he framed when a legislator
oOTertng usurious interest and known
as Motion 314 of tho banking laws. It
is this law that will bo assailed on the
ground of unconstitutionality before tho
Supreme Court, and pending decision
all the cases may be in abeyance. Some
of them, however, are expected to accept
the ruling of the Court of Appeals and
change their pleas to guilty with applica
tion for clemency.

The test case enmo up as one of four
remaining in the Magistrate's court and
to be hurried on to Special Sessions, it
was understood, with the others covered
by the ruling of the Court of Appeals.

"We wish to go higher, your Honor,
said Judge L. E. Warren to Magistrate
Herbert when tho case against Mark
H. Sugarman of 139 West 118th street
was called. Thereupon he moved for
dismissal on five 'grounds, which It is
understood constitute the case of all
tho money lenders now uwaitlng trial.
Concessions on technical points wero
made by both sides and the record was
framed for straight going to the Supreme
Court of the land.

"First, your Honor," said Lawyer
Warren to the stenographer, and ho is
believed to be acting for all the lenders.
"It is conceded that my client is a prjvato
banker and our contention is that as
such he is on a par with national bankers,
who are barred from enal prosecution
and who, under section 73 of the banking
laws, cn conviction of usurious interent
are limited for etialty to a line of twice
thw exces? of lnttri-ft-. Secondly, it is
our contention that the facts alleged in
tho case do not constitute a criute; thirdly,
that the. law framed by Mr. Brooks is un-
constitutional in that it deprives the de-
fendant of the rights of personal liberty:
fourthly, that it deprives him of tho rights
of property without due process of law,
and fifthly, that it does not apply equally
to all persons throughout tho State."

Magistrate Herbert inquired about the
ruling of the Court of Apivals, and when
told Uial it had sustained the decUlon of
the Justicts of Sjcial Sessions fuvorablu
to the UUtrict Attorney aid that he
would have to consider it binding on his
court and hold Lawyer Warren's client
in SjOO bail for Secial Sessions.

'We want to' go to jail, your Honor,"
said Mr. Warren, refusing the proffered
bail in order that he might get out a
writ of habeas corpus. A smiling Magis-
trate thereujcn committed u smiling
prisoner to tlie Tombs prison.

Sugarman afterward got a writ of
habeas corpus trom Supreme Court Jus-
tice Oreenbaum to test the validity of the
law. Sugarman contends that the taking
of more than per cent, interest by a
private banker is not a crime, and in-

sists that the enactment of the law in
auestion wua beyond the police power of
the State. He alleges that the law is
invalid because it is limited only to cities
of the llret class and accordingly upplies
only to a small part of the State.

The District Attorney's ofllce announced
yesterday that a "legal aid bureau" has
been opened for the defence of loan shark
cases in civil courts.

BRIDGEPORT SLAYER SAYS

But Police Think Auto Mnnler
Grew Out of White Slave

Trouble.

BaiDGErotvr, Conn., Oct. 23. Identifica
tion of the young woman killed by the
occupants of a livery automobile In Oro- -
noque, seven miles northeast or here,
last night was helped on this evening
when, after being questioned by the
authorities, Joseph Iluonomo of 101
West Twcnty-flr- st street, Chicago, ad-

mitted that she was not his wife and
said that he knew her as Jennie Cava- -
llerl and that she had lived with him
at the Chicago addrexj.

The other prisoners, Frank Pellgama,
keeper of a restaurant, and James Mat-te- o,

employed by him, still nsscrt they
had no guilty knowledge of the plans
of Buonomo and that ho Inveigled thrm
Into the automobile ride. Almost scream
ing .with rage, they Insisted when all
three were brought together at the de-

tective bureau that Buonomo
should exonerate them- from complicity
in the murder. This Buonomo sullenly
refused to do.

Further statements ht by Will-
iam B. Hall, the automobile salesman,
who drove the party, convinced the po-

lice that all but the first shot.'and per
haps that, were fired Into tho woman's
head as she lay on the ground. Just
before the State police got through with
tho confessed slayer he made
this statement:

"That woman robbed me In Chicago
and pawned my property, nnd when she
did not return It 1 made up my mind
to punish her. I did not Intend to kill
her, but I wns drunk and don't remem-
ber whal happened."

The police are working on the theory
that the woman was killed for revenge
at the hands of white slavers. They
found in her possession cards bearing
the Imprint of the Chicago 1av and
Order League nnd the nnmo of the Itev.
Alice Phillips Aldrlch. which they re-

gard as showing connection of the
woman with Chicago's vice crusade.

SETTLES CITIES' RATE ROW.

Commission Fixes Xfrr Scalp for A-
tlantic Ports From .lannarr 1.

Washington, Oct. 23. By an order Is-

sued y tho Interstate Commerce
Commission attempted a final adjust-
ment of freight rates on merchandise
for export to Europe which would set-

tle the long standing controversy be-

tween Xew York, Boston and Baltimore.
The situation grew out of a rate war
about a year ngo, when Boston sought
the same Import rates as Baltimore.

Supplementing Its previous findings
on westbound Import shipments the
commission decided that by way of
standard lines the Import rates from
Boston' should be the same ns from
Xew York, and that by way of the aJI
rail differential routes, via the Boston
and Maine and the Boston nnd Albany,
In connection with tho Canadian Pacific
and the Xattonal Despatch, nnil the lake
and rail route, via the Boston and Maine,
Grand Trunk and Canada Atlantic Tran-
sit Company, through Depot Harbor,
the Import rates from Boston might be
the same ns the domestic rates.

January 1 was fixed as the effective
date of the findings.

Transatlantic Trust Company
Says Concerns Trotppt

Hungarians.

ANSWERS BRAUN CHARGES

President PIrnitzer Says For-
eigners Have Lost $20,-000,0- 00

by Failures.

Julius Pirnitzer, president of the Trans-
atlantic Trust Company, has forwarded
to Attorney-Gener- al Carmody an answer
to the charges made by Marcus llraun
In the latter's petition to have tho trust
company's charter annulled.

Braun, who was once a special Inspec
tor of immigration and Is now the pub
Usher of Fair Play, hu alleged that tho
trust company is backed by tho Hungarian
Oovernment and appeals to Hungarian
immigrants to uso it for forwarding
funds to Hungary. He also nllegod that
the company discourages Hungarians
from beooming citizens.

After denying these charges Mr. Plr--
nltrer writes that in tho past appeal to
people of a given nationality have usually
been mado by private banks and
adds:

"The long list of failures, the record
of bankruptcy and of tho criminal courtH,
the large losses sustained by innocent
depositors combine to portray a heart-
rending picture of the operations of those
Who have sought to prey upon the help-
less foreigner,

"Xor is it surprising that thoso whoso
business it had been to monopolizu a
field in respect of a particular clats of
foreigners should antagonize and seek
to destroy institutions established to
insure safety, having a larger capital
and greater support, subject to govern-
mental supervision and regulation, eff-
iciently managed and able to attract
business on better terms. And particu
larly bo when many of tho batiks
are without character or capital, whose
effort after all it is to prey upou the unwary
aud the ignorant,"

in nis letter air. I'lrnttzor says mat nt
least 1100.000.00(1 has been lost in the
last teti years by immigrants who eon- -
lldca uielr savings 'to
private bankers, Wio hnvu failed or ab-
sconded and that about I'.'OxiO.wx) of
this was lost by Hungarians.

Hecause of this state of nflalrs, says Mr.
Pirnitzer, the Hungarian Secretary of
the Treasury a year ago induced tho Hun-
garian (ienernl Cro.lt Bank the fiscal
agent of the Hungarian Treasury to ex-
tend its good will to tho organization of
a trust company in IhU country.

"It was distinctly understood." ho con-
tinues, "by the Xew York bunkers and
others who became stockholders in the
corporation (and the understanding was
embodied in a formal agreement that the
methods and character of business to bo
done were ut nil times to be only such as
are permitted by the lavs of the State of
Xew York."

Referring to the charges made by Braun
the letter says. "This attack is not tho
first. Tho some person has heretofore
appealed to the State Hanking Depart-
ment, which declined to act upon his effu-
sion." .

In conclusion Mr. I'irnlt7er's letter says
that there is no hidden or undisclosed pur-
pose in the organisation of tho comjKiny
and that far from discouraging Hunga-
rians from becoming cithens it Is natu-
rally doini; its liest to keep its depositors,
ana believes that it is encouraging Hun
garians to stav here by making it safir
tor them to do business.

Mr. lawson In his article goes on to
explain how prices are made on the Stock
i.xcnango and takes up tne case or the
bteol Corporation by way of Illustration.
Ho says:

"Tho System secured the stocks and
Ixinds of tho Carnegie and other steel
Industry corporations. They amounted
in uou.wxj.wu more or less, ine oysiem
then changed their name to the United
States Steel Corporation and increased
tho stocks and bonds from $360,000,000
morn or less to $i,soo.000,000. At the
timo tho price of the stocks and bonds
was $25o,ouu,0OO tho net earnings of the
industry wero $25,000,000 more or less
annually, and there was thus added each
year to the cost of the steel products of
the nation added to the total cost of
raw material, labor and incidentals
$'.'S.G0U.uou as profit and Interest charges
on :.yj,i0,oiw of accumulated capital."
