The sale
was consummated January 15, 1808, but
there was no announcement of it until
December 1, 1904, practically two years.
Mr. Osbhorne sald this was done In order
that the D. M. Osborne Company might
collect Its bllls. In the meantime Mr.
Osborne admitted that the company had
gone on doing business as before.

In cross-examination he stated em-
phatically that the sale had been kept a
fecret agalnst the protest of George W.
Perkins and atthe request of the Os-
Porne company.

Bullish Spot News, Fear of
Frost and Light Ginning
Induce Good Buying.

EXPECTATIONS ON CENSUS

Believed That To-day's Report

Will Not 8how Much Over
6,700,000 Bales.

WERATHER FORECAST FOR COTTON STATES.

For North Carolina, South Carolina and
Georgla, fair to-day and to-morrow; light
to moderate northwest and north winds,

Butter reports from Southern spot mare
keta, fear of cold weather not only in the
Bouthwest but also in the Carolinas and the
northern portions of Georgla and Alabama,
together with the growing conviction that
the censua report to be issued this morning
may prove more bullish than bearish,
causad conaiderable buying and covering
of shorts in the cotton market yesterday
and brought nbout a net rise of ten points
or mo. Shorta were inclined to fight the
hardening tendency for a whila and made
saveral aggressiveattempts to break prices,
During the afternoon, however, they took
fright, and the execution of stop loss orders
wan responsible for a sharp rally, part of
which was lost just before the close.

Cold weather was reported from several
important sectiona of the belt, with 33 de-
greesat Galnesville, Ga.,and 33 to 34 degrees
in portions of Alabama, the Memphis dis-
trict and northern Texas. The [orecast
called for frost to light frost in the same
sections. It is now October 25, however,
and many portions of the belt have passed
the average date for their killing frost, al-
though some districtd do not receive killing
frost until a later date,

The spot situation is undoubtedly gain-
Ing strength. This is due chiefly, however,
to the demand for cotton to fill October ship=
ments and also to the fact that certain
specified high grades are becoming scarce.
Cotton running strict middling and higher
is growing more scarce, and the basis is un-
usually high for soearly in the season. This
grade situation just at present is furnishing
a good deal of strength, as spinners and
their agenta are forced to pay some pretty
#tiff premiuma. Later on, however, the
abundance of low grades will begin to ex-
ercise & weight which at present ia not
felt.

The trade has revised its opinfon as to
the showing of the census report of the
amount of cotton ginned to October 18,
which will be i{ssued this morning. There
has been a strong effort to create the im-
preasion that this report will show about
7,000,000 bales ginned to October 18, com-
pared with 7,758,000 last year. Inasmuch
as the report of the amount of cotton ginned
to September 25 showed a falling off of
971,000 bales compared with last year
it is reasonable to expect a proportionate
decline and a total falling off up to October
18 of about 1,000,000 bales. Consequently
a report giving 6,700,000 bales should be
considered a fairly good showing. Inas-
much as the crop while early in Texas, is
very late in the eastern belt the percentage
of cotton ginned is probably not more than
the average. The average for the last
seven years would be ¢8.5 per cent.,, which
on the basis of ginning of 8,700,000 would
indicate & crop of about 14,350,000 bales
In addition to linters and repacks of 450,000,
or a total of about 14,800,000 bales.

CITY SUES FOR SUGAR WATER,

Wanta Half Milllon for Outflow Un-
metered Plpe,

The city of New York filed suit vester-
day against the American Sugar Refining
Compliny to recover $523,000 Tor 625,600,000
cubie feet of unmetered water wronglully
received by the sugar company in Prook-
Iyn between 15807 and 1003,

The suit follows the judgment by
Morgan J. O'Brien as referce in tne suit
of the sugar company for an injunction
re<training the city from ehutting off the
water, in which the referee found that
the company had ured a quantity of un-
metered water without payment.

Corporation Couneel Watson and Jamoes
M. Peck, counsel for the sugar company,
recently asked for an order permitting
the city and the sugar company to sub-
mit the claim for the unpaid water to a
board of arbitration, but the
decided that neither attorney had power
to bind his client to the decision of a board
of arbitration.

BANK AS HUNGARY'S AGENT.

Trust's Buadapest Committee and
Government Deposits Discassed.

Marcus Braun, who filed a petition asking
the Attorney-Gieneral to take staps to annul
the charter of the Transatlantic Trust Com-
pany, waa the first witness yesterday morn-
ing when Deputy State Attorney-General
William A. McQuaid began taking testi-
mony.

Braun said that he had no objection to
tha bank as such and that its solvency was
beyond question. But he did object to
the efforts of a foreign Government to keep
ita Influence over its citizens who come
hers to make homaes for themselves. He
produced a newspaper notice toshow that an
advisory committes formed in Budapest
to assist the operations of the bank here
was composed of men representing differ-
ent departments of the Hungarian Gov-
ernment as well as bankers through whom
that Government does much of its financial
business. He also offered In evidence
literature isaued by the bank which, he con-
tended, showed that inducementas were
offered the bank's patrons which would
serve tho interests of the Hungarian Gov-
ernment rather than those of this State,

Jullus Filnitzer, president of the bank,
was queationed at length as to a circular
letter issued by the bank offering froe
transmission to thoae who desire to gemlt
money in the Royal Hungarian Postal
Savings Bank. He declared his bank got
no direct compensation for doing this,
but received from the Hungarian Govern-
ment large deposits, the revenue from
which waa considered as compensation.

It was agreed that there should be as
little delay in the hearings as possible in
the future. The next one will beld at
209 Broadway on November 8.
