With these two things
she fashions interpretations which unite
delicacy of werbal touch with exquiwsite
distribution of tonal color. The develop-
ment of climaxes in her songs, whether
grave or gay, is something which should
furnish food for thought to every student
ol the vocal performance, young or old.
Ihere 18 no living singer who is too great
to et a bint now and then from Mme.
srich, while for the less experienced
or less gilted of ‘the vocal tribe she must
#ver he a teacher in all that constitutes
Freat art,

it ought to be worth something to them
all 1o know that time cannot roh even so
high & mistress of singing of her anxious
rense of reaponsibility to her public.

I ha present writer is unabie to recall any
interpretation of these matchless gems of
vocal art which apprgaches Mme Sem-
brich’s except that of Lilli Lehmann, but
Mmne. Sembrich brings the searching emo-
ton of the songs more closely home to the
hearer than any one else ever did. The
flowerlike delicacy of “Roselein” and the
cameo carving of the "Sandmann” were
triumphs of singing. But cataloguing is
uot really imstructive. It was & really
memorable afternoon.

e
Two Netable Shipments Include Ex-
,amples of Greatest Masters' Weork,

MORGAN

Among the valuable objects ifcluded

in the cargoes of two transatlantic liners
that bave dooked here in the last week
were two notable tions to the art
property of J. Pierpont Morgan, which
came from South Kensington Museum
and Prince's Oate House, London.

Two of these consignments include a
large part of Mr. Morgan's miniatures,
which comprise works of great historical
importance, dating from the time of Hol-
bein and his contemporaries.

The greatest names among painters of
miniatures appear in Mr. Morgan's col-
lection, among them Nicholas Hilliard,
Oliver Cooper, Coaway, Humphry, Swart,
Plimer and Inglebart, and all are repre-
sented by eminent examples, according
o connoisseurs and critios. Many of the
l?lllll!l.ll- bave unusual historic intereat .
Especially notable is the Holbein portrait
of King Henry VIII., which tradition Bays
was presented by the King to Queen Anne
of Cleves in 15%. Another Holbein is
of Mrs. Pemberton. It was formerly in
the C. H. T. Hawkina collectian.

§ particularly interesting example is
this master's portrait of Louise de Savoie,
Comtesse d'Angouleme.

Gen, Hartwell resigned from King Kala-
kaua's Cabioet in 1878 to practise law
He acted an specinl agent for the Republic
of Hawalirat Washington in 1888 and 1900,
and on June 14, 1908, he was made an As-
wociate Justice of the Supreme Court of
Hawnii. He was appointed Chief Justics
by Gov, Frear on August 15, 1907, and
resigned on February 2, 1011,
