and Johnny Poe, two former Tlrer star,
who now are on the coaching staff, and
Inquired after Princeton's chance against
Yale on November 16.

The squad took advantaioi of the holt-da- y

which was declared for the iiniver-alt- y

students by President Ulbben last
night In honor of Gov. Wilson's election
and rot to work earlier than usual this
afternoon', with the result that they were
on the field for a little over three hours.
The scrimmage lasted for an hour and a
half, of which time forty-fiv- e minutes w.is
devoted to defensive and forty-fiv- e to of-

fensive work for the varsity.
The regulars showed Improvement In

both departmenta. The second team had
an unlimited number of downs against the
varsity, but even with this advantage
could not gain consistently and their
formations were continually being broken
up by the first string forwards before they
were well started. The varsity during
Its offensive workout scored two touch-
down! as a result of straight plays. Wal-
ler, Fred Trenkinan and Ilobey Haker
tearing up things on direct line bucks.
Waller and Baker each got away for
thirty yard dashes. Capt. Pendleton and
Waller registered the touchdowns, both of
which cainn on straight bucks at the line.

Bush Dunlap, who dislocated his shoul-
der In the Harvard battle, was on the field
In togs, but did not get In the scrlmmaco.

Many (Innics Lost This Senson
by Failure to Execute

Knsy Gonl Kick.

PIJNTOUT NOT UTILIZED

Hacon of Wesleyan Among Best
Punters Seen This Year

Gridiron Notes.

Of 225 football games this fall there are
to be found thirty-nin- e Instances of ona
or the other of the competing teams mak
ing a total of six points and thirty-si- x

Instances In which the total points for one
of the teams was seven. The point In con

nection with these results Is that there have
been many failures In converting touch
downs Into gooli, about the easiest kicking
process there Is by which to acquire
points. It is easier than drop kicking be
cause of the fixed and short distance, and
easier than placement kicking from a fair
catch because of the shorter distance.
True the angle orien Is difficult, but the
scoring team had the privilege of a punt-o- ut

to get a better angle, and It Is sur
prising that tho puntnut Isn t tried

There was a case recently of a player
bringing a ball out from touchdown and
putting It to the ground before his kicker
was ln position, the defending side im
mediately charging; but that play belongs
stllctly to the concrete cerebellum class
and Is an exception. It Is likely of course
that a few of th case' or a total on six
points are due to two goals from the
field, but they are too small In number
to count.

More touchdowns have been converted
than have not. but there are enough six
point totals to Indicate clearly a weak-
ness In that detail. Look at the 7 to ft

and to 6 games, the former showing that
one team lost bcaue of failure to con
vert and the latter showing that a tie re
sulted from failure to convert. Seven to
six games have been played between the
following elevens, the winner named first :

prevalent wc.ikiic.is In said department.

Dartmouth coaches think that In Sco- -
vil, the large freshman back, they have
one of the coming line breakers of the
country. Scovil Is over 6 feet tall, weighs
185 pounds and has done demolishing
things to the varsity line more than once.

In the great election day game not a
goal was kicked from the field by the
Harvard man. whereas the Princeton man
put them over from all angles and several
times ran the length of the field.

Bacon, the Wesleyan quarterback, one
of the very few high class quarters of the
season. Is a flue, punter In addition to his
other claims to gridiron greatness. He
has outpunted everybody who has been
stacked up against him.

With a new
backfleld directed by a now quarterback

O'Connor was at quarter
with Taber at left half, Windy Bennett,
the crack sprinter, at right half and Hill
at full. Except for the latter this Is a new
combination, and under the circumstances
worked together well and developed quite
a little speed and scoring power.

It seems to be definitely conceded that
Butler won't play until the Thanksgiving
Day game, and perhaps not very long
then, so Sharpe found htmsolf confronted
by the proposition of getting a new quar-
terback right away. Smith, Trnlner and
Taber, all of whom have tried for the po-
