POLICEMAN NABS TWO

FOR HOLDING HIM UP

PursuitTliroiiffh Newark Streets
Ends With Arrest in

Tube Train.

Accused of holding up William Oav-iga- n

in his sAloon at 14 Mechanlo street,
Newark, and Patrolman Harry Crawford,
who had dropped Into discuss the election
with Cavigan, early yesterday morning
two young mn were held In heavy ball.

r in the day they gave their names and
address as David B. Thornton of 02
West Ninety-thir- d street. New York,
and Charles Broadlieck, 19 years ,old,
of Ferry street, Newark. The latter
at first said he was Charles Ross of 37
West Twenty-sevent- h street, Manhat-
tan.

Crawford waa standing at the bar talk-
ing with Oavlgan, according to the charge,
when Broadleck And Thornton entered.
After ordering a drink Broadleck drew
a revolver and told Oavlgan and Craw-
ford to t hrow up their lianas. The patrol-
man at first thought the order a joke, and
told liroadlx'ek to put away bis gun.
Oavigau was quirk to obey the command,
however, and Crawford hesitated no
longer when Broadbeck threatened to
"pump lend" into him.

Whllo Broadlieck covered them with
his gun the man with him went behind
the bar and took $31 from tho till, it is
charged, As the pair hacked out of the
place it was noticed that a third man waa
stationed at the door.

As soon as the two men got otitslde
Crawford started. . After a pursuit of half
a mil, in which Crawford and Broadlieck
exchanged shots, the latter was captured.

Thornton was caught on a train that
was leaving tho Newark station of the Mc-Ad-

mix. He denied having anything
to do with the holdup, and Broadbeck
told the police they hod the wrong man.
Broadlieck does not deny his part in the
aJTalr.

After the prisoners were taken to the
First precinct station, Michael .1 Norton,
a saloon keeper of 47 Green street, within
a block of police headquarters. Identified
Thornton as one of two men who en-
tered his saloon a week ago and treated
him to the same dose Oavlgan got.

Broadbeck, the police say they learned,
is the son of a Newark merchant and two
years ago was committed to tho local
insane asylum, from which he escaped.

CAUGHT BY WATCHMAN

Visitor Says Cnrnpfflo Omit
Wrote. Letter Inviting

Him to Cull.

Ever since September 30 a big, bronzed,
raw boned farmer has been In the city
seeking; a personal interview with Andrew
Carnegie. The crank, who says nu is
William A. Hartley, over 10 years old
and has recently been living in Canan-dalgu- a,

N, Y., has been, haunting the
Fifth avenue home of Mr. Carnegie for
five weeks.

Hartley, who Is six feet tall and stronglv
built, was so anxious to get to Mr. Carne-
gie that on Monday afternoon he scaled
the ten foot iron fence surrounding the
Carnegie grounds and was clinching up
the trelllsed pergola leading to the garden
in which Mr. Cameglo was walking at
tno time wheti he was pulled down by a
watchman. No weapons were found
upon the man, who Intends Mr. Carnegie
no violence, he says, but simply wishes
toknowwliy thellrdof Sliibo sent him
a letter four years ago.

When Mr. Carnegie arrived in Now York
on the Baltlo October 20 from Southamp-
ton, Hartley, he says, was down at the
pier to seo film. Then he wrote Mr. Car
negie two letters, but receiving no answer,
sought to reacli Mr. Carnegie in the big
house on Fifth avenue between Ninetieth
and Ninety-firs- t streets.

For three days. Hartley declares, be
went without a bite to eat, for he was
unknown in the city and had to watt
for a draft for 160 which he asked the
Carnegie watchman to cash.

James Bertram, Mr. Camegle s secre-
tary, said yesterday that he believed the
man waa a harmless crank and that Mr
Camegle had not seen the man when
he attempted to enter the garden. Hart
ley, who has wandered about the farms
and lumber camps of the Northwest for
the past ten years, was allowed to go
Monday afternoon after, having been
interviewed ny Mr. wamegie s secretary,
but was warned to stay away or he would
be locked up.

Hartley reappeared yesterday after
noon shortly after S o'clock outside the
uamegie nouse. lie wore a green sun
whi oh hadn't been Dressed since tt left
the shop, a black mustache, a brown
cap pulled down over his forehead, a
celluloid collar and a red tie. tor two
hours ho walked up and down Fifth ave-
nue and told why he wanted to seo Mr
Carnegie.

"You see," he said, "I was always a
great hand for reading magazines, and
when t was on the farm out in Bemldii,
Minn., I used to take three or four of the
New York magazines all the time. I'd
seen pictures and read all about Mr,
Carnegie. I was bom in Somerset, X.
Y up in Orleans county, and lived around
there and Niagara county for thirty

Then I went West and was inSears. Dakota, Idaho, Washington and
Minnesota.

"Well, four years ago In Bemidil, Minn.,
I got a letter one day from Mr. Camegle,
It wan In his own liandwrltlnc. t never
saw the letter, though, for a friend of
mine uuniea it up wnen ne wai loosing
for paper to start a fire. He had read
it, though, and told some others what it
said.

"Two years later I learned what It was
that it was from Mr. Camegle and he
wanted to see me. I know this 'cause
my friend once said to me, 'Bill, that
was the best letter you ever got,' Then
my father asked me if I had ever got a
letter from Mr. Carnegie.

"No. I ain't married: novcr had money
enough.

"So I found out about a year ago all
about the letter and decided to come
down here and see what Mr. Carnegie
wanted, rve been visiting my sister up
in Canandaigua. Since I've been in New
York I've been staying at the Taft Hotel,
the Mills Hotel and at the Hotel Arthur.

RAPID TRANSIT FOR DOCKS.

Commissioner TomUlna Talks of
Waterfront Improvement.

Calvin Tomkins, Commissioner of
Docks, addressing members of the Ar-

chitectural league at 15 West Fifty- -
seventh street lust night, said that the
present disorganized condition of tho
city waterfront was acting as a serious
Impediment toward the resthotio devel-
opment of New York and as a menacing
stimulus m too nign cost oi living,

The point which Mr. Tomkins laid most
stress on, outside of the actual necessity
for betterments, wa tho fact that any
municipal plan must give adequate at-
tention to commercial and financial as-
pects nnd must bo able to pay for itself
as it progressed,

Tho scheme outlined by tho head of the
Dock Department Is one which will pro-vid- o

rapid transit connections among
all of the principal waterfront units.
Such plan, he said, would put all of
tho railroad and steamship companies
on an equality and would permit tho
fastest possible clearance of vessels and
distribution of their cargoes throughout
the manufacturing districts.

CHAN POLICE COMMITTEE

MAKES PEACEWITH WATSON

Hnminer.s Aeeept Corporation
Counsel's Appointment
When Pay Is Menneed.

The Curran Aldormanlo committee,
foimed to look into police conditions,
decided yesterday to mako ieace with
tho Corporation Counsel. Ever since
the committee undertook to trace police
fraud a dispute has been on with Archi-
bald U. Watson as to the designation of
the committee's examiners as special
assistants to tho Corporation Counsel.
Mr. Watson argued that his office was
empowered to do the city's law business,
and that if any branch of the municipal
government undertook to employ its
own lawyers they ought to accept tempo-
rary appointments as special assistants
to the Corporation Counsel.

Alderman Curran and members
of his committee argued that the
examiners employed by it need not be
lawyers; Indeed, it was only by chance
that Emory It. Buckner. chief examiner,
wasa lawyer and that theotherexaminera
were lawyers.

"A first rate clumber could do it as well,
perhaps." said one of the examiners.

Mr. Watson, however, nut a stick in
the cogs last week when he wrote to Comp-t-s

oiler Prendergast saying that In his
opinion the 125, 000 appropriated by the
Hoard or Katimato tor the purposes or tne
investigation was not available for the
payment of counsel fees.

'Hie chief argument which members of
the committee have made against the des-
ignation is that the power of the Corpora-
tion Counsel over the investigation would
be complete nnd that he could direct it
orcnll it off. Mr. Watson assured the. com-
mittee yesterday that he had no intention
of interfering, and Mr. Curran and his
fellow members agreed to follow his plan.
