The Austrian Government Is repre-
sented as ardently desiring peace but
Is inflexible on the question of the
Adriatic, und, by the way, Italy has
Also declared herself equally strong, on
this point for her own ends apart from
her alliance with Austria. Count von
Herchtold, the Austrian Foreign Min-

ister. Is reportedi to be aiming at an
Austro-Servla- n customs and commer-
cial union of a permanent character,
holding that nothing less than this
will redress tho balance of Interest
which the war upset. It Is asserted In
Vienna that such a union would more
than compensate Austria economically
for the lack of nn Adriatic port, and
many politicians In Vienna believe that
Servia eventually will accept this.

The Austrian Minister at Belgrade,
who has been at Vienna to consult
fount von Herchtold, returned with new
Instructions to Belgrade, where he will

rbe supported by the German and Italian
Ministers.

It In reported from St. Petersburg
that Russian diplomacy Is doing Its ut-
most to aid fcervla In the Adriatic.

The 2rlt of 'Vienna says the Austrian
Consul at I'rlsrcnd had a quarrel with
Servian .troops there and drew a re-

volver on them. He Is now under mili-
tary guard.

ALLIES AGREED ON SPOILS.

Won't Submit to Intervention hy
Pntvera Turkey tor Peace,

Special Cable Deepalch to Tub Srv
Son., Nov. 8. Premier GueHhorT In

an Interview stated emphati-
cally that the allies would refuse any
Intervention by the Powers during the
war. Whether they would accept their
intervention In peace .negotiations would
depend upon circumstances.

The Prime Minister denied abso-
lutely, the rumors .of a possible disa-
greement between the allies themselves.
Tlicy had agreed, he said, on a general
way of settlement of territorial ques-
tions but the details had not been ar-
ranged. He' professed complete Ignor-
ance as to Austria's objections to Servia
setting a port on the Adriatic. He
Parried other questions on points as
to which Europe Js curious, but said
that the allies had resolved to main-thi- n

an equally friendly policy toward
Austria and P.ussla, although they
could not admit coercion by any Power
on any subject.

The Interviewer gathered from this
last statement that the allies would
rather tight to the last than submit to
the armed Intervention of any Power.

There was a conference of Ministers
here at which It was reported
that a request had been received from
Turkey to plead for peace.

In the plans for the partition of the
fruits of victory in the war between
Turkey and the lialkun allies the most
serious difficulties arise over the claims
of Servia. This results not only from
the Imperative needs of that nation fur
an outlet to the sea but because, her
claim conflict with tliosc that Austria-Hungar- y

announced long ago as her own,
That Austria will Insist upon her right

to the sanjak of Xovl-Itaz- ar appears
evident, and It Is also appa'rent that
neither Austria nor Italy will consent
to accede to Servia a port on the Al-

banian coast. Sen la's line of expan-
sion will thus be to the south. She ex-
pects to receive the greater part of
Macedonia, Including the' valley of the
Vardar to Salonlca. While her plans
do not Include the grant of this most
Important port, they do Include sufficient
terminal facilities on the Gulf of Sa-

Bags and Escape With

$10,000, It Is Said. ,

Bobbers Kemaiii on Train. Until
' It Beaches Birmingham

Elude Deputies.

Hirmisoham, Ala.. Nov. . Thj mail
car on the sotnhlioutid and Nash-
ville passenger trnin No. 7, Ijoulsvllle to
New Orleans, was robbed of a sum believed
to be In excesH of JtO.OOO this morning. A-
lthough the work seemed done by amateuru
it was executed with a boldness on n par-
allel With the others In the series of trjln
holdutM that have terrorized the South.
To-nig- ht there seems reason to believe the
men are- in Birmingham unit police and
deputy sheriffs in force are, searching for
them.

The men rode some twenty-si- x miles
on the train, 'mdeh of the (line keeping the
mall clerku covered With revolvers and
then, tying the railway post office offtclaW,
got .off the car and calmly walked away'.

There were. two of the bandits and both
wore, handkerchief t masks. Where thy
got oh Is a matter of conjecture, but they
made their presence kndwn ut Blounce
Springs, a summer resort station thirty'
miles north of here.

The countiy therenlwiit Is wild and
almost, deserted at this season and the fast
trains do not stop until they reach Bir-

mingham. The mn got i iff nt Boyles,
a suburb our miles from the heart of'the
town, whcroare located division yards of
the Ioulsvllle and Nashville, Killnmd. The

Failure of the mail clerks to respond

when the train pulled into the station here
led to Investigation and the, discovery
Of'the robbery.

When the car was entered the two
mail olorks, bound and gagged, were
found upon a table, their legs 1W under
it and their hands tied to the legs. They
were uninjured. The clerks, James M.
Chamberlln and U. A, Hoover, both of

BLOCKS WARD'S ISLAND BRIDGE.

Temporary Injnnrllnn t.ot by State
to Prn'lect Asylum,

In a suit begun by Attorney-Gener-

Carmody against the New York Con-
necting Railroad, which Is to unite the
Pennsylvania and New Haven systems,
Supreme Court Justice Newburger yes-

terday granted n temporary Injunction
restraining the connecting railroad from
building Its proposed five mile bridge
over Ward's Island. A motion to con
tinue the Injunction will be heard by
Justice Heabury'nn Tuesday.

The' plans for the bridge call for
thirty-on- e abutments on Ward's Island,
which Is the site of the Manhattan State
Hospital for the Insane. The Island. Is
leased by the State from the city.

Isjand. wilt Have to be abandoned for
Insane hospital purpose.

Judge Dismisses Indictment of
Three Men for Misapply-in- ?

Bank's Funds.

'DUMMY LOANS" TXVOLVED--I

insurance Concern Hoiijrlif e

Securities Sold,
It's Alleged.

"In consideration of one dollar to me
In hand naid" for ilOO.ono worth of secu-

rities saved David 8. Mills, formerly Pres-
ident of the Audubon National Bank:
Joseph E. Blackburn, a director In that
institution, and Charles W. Itldgway, a
lawyer, from further prosecution yester
day on an indictment charging them
with misapplication of the bank's funds.

The trial In the United States District
Court had been in progress for ten hours
when Judge Hough, on motion of Senutor
Edgar T. Brackett. of counsel for tho
defence, dismissed the indictment.

The indictment charged the lhre de
fendants with having withdrawn from
the Audubon bank through the medium
of two dummy loans $30,000, which was
subsequently used to purchase control
of th directorate of the Keystone Guard
Insurance Company, n fraternal organ- -

izatlon of Athens, Pa. it was further
charged that tlm defendants, having
divided this $60,000 among the directors
qj the insurance concern, induced them
to retlro five of the old members of tho
board and elect live others whom the
defendants selected.

Then according' to tho indictment
$100,000 worth of bound securities In the
Keystone s reserve were turned over to
Itldgway, who brought them back to
New York, sold them in Wall Ktreet and
devoted part of the proceeds to the
liquidation or the sou.!) loan, nut me
indictment conceded that tho defendants
had put the stamp of legality on the trans-
action by paying the dollar.

Oram Haverley, treasurer of the Kev-stn-

Guard and (ashler of the farmers
National Bank of Athens, Pa., admitted
the three defendants had visited him in
his private bftlee at tho bank and had
deposited the $uO,nno on his desk. But hp
insisted lie nnd never touciiea n. no
left it just where it was put. lie swore,
until Mr. Heartier. iireHdent or tne Key
stone Guard, and Mr. Stanton, tne treas
urer. came and took it to a safe deposit
vault.

Mr. Haverley denied tho money was
split among tlp nine directors of the
Keystone Guard, but admitted that a
month before the payment was made
he had attended an election of officers
of the organization in Denver and had
there met Blackburn. James Gray. Kugeim
C. May. Alexander Holland nnd Harrison
E. Hoyt. It is a matter of record that
after the payment of tho $KV0.si theso
men wero elected directors of the Key-
stone Guard and constituted themselves
a majority.

Other witnesses whose testimony cor-
roborated Haverley's were Harrison E.
Hoyt. who was later made a truteo of
tho Keystone concern; Dr. Cowell. supreme
medical examiner for the organbation.
and Thomas P. Merrilees. former auditor
of the Audubon bank, in whose naaie
one of the K.l.ooo dummy loans was made.

Judge Hough, dismissing the case,
said that the prosecution had no right
to go behind tho purchase of the f00.ono
worth of securities, inasmuch as that
transiction had been legally effected by
the payment of the dollar.

As far as the misapplication charge
was concerned Judge Hough did not
think that the nature of the testimony

wns sufficient fo carry the casp as?;iven the jury. The Judge colled atten-
tion to the fact that .Mills had held the
$.V),000 back until the deal had practically
gone tlirouRh and the $100,000 worth of
securities handed over to protect the
loan. In consequence the Audubon Bank
had not suffered by the transaction.

"If such a transaction Is to be regarded
as lesal ." sussested Assistant Attorney
Levy, "then it would be perfectly legal to
sell the Enuitnhle Lire for $1."

After the transaction the Keystone
Guard went into bankruptcy and several
of its officers were indicted.

Hidrwav is the onlv one of the three de
fendants who got off scot free. There are
two indictments still to ie recsonen wnn,
one aeainst Blackburn and Mills jointly
and the other against Mills. The trials
on these indictments win proDaoiy ne
held next month.

'I he joint indictment chargei Mills and
Blackburn with tho misapplication of
about $10,000 withdrawn from theAudubon
bank through dummy notes. It is alleged
thin Ihls innnnv wns user! to bliv SOtl shares
of Audubon Gank stock in Blackburn's
name.

According to the individual indictment
againt Mills the latter tried a similar
coup in his own interest in July. mil. It
is alleged in the complaints that the stock
nurchaced on these two occasions went to
strengthen Mills's control of the bank's
anairs. It is Hleo alleged marine nans
lost money through the transactions,
since collection has never been made on
several of tho notes.
