have no mercy on an orchestra. They
search out every rough utterniue, every
infinitesimal shade of faNe intonation,
every scratch of the bow, every luluuto
departure Irom absolutely perfect unanim-
ity and disclose I hem In the attention of
the culinary listener

This being the case, the liner and lighter
the Instrumentation the better the iirches-ti- n

sounds. Thus In yesterday's entertain-
ment Mr Damrosch'a body of players were
most enjoyable in tho Havel music, which
is scored with a hand Qf velvet. The sym
phony was surely welf performed, but the
boldness of lleethoveu's orchestral methods
made the delivery sound somewhat rough.
Aside from this apparent want of finish,
the standard work was excellently delivered
to the audience which filled the house.

Mr Havel's composition was heard for
tho first time In this country It is divided
into five movements with these titles "Pa- -

vane of the Sleeping Heauty," "Hop (P My
Thumb." "Ijilderouette," "Heauty and the
lle.ist" and "The Fairy Harden " It will
lie seen from these Hint tho composer's
purpose was to make tone pictures sug
gested by somo of the Immortal fairy tales
which have led the Imaginations of a thou
Hind generations of children.

The woik is not an Important one, but It
has Its significance as another inanlleslallon
nt the peculiar nnd characteristic trend
contemporaneous music In Frauee, For
Hint reason it should not be set aside lightly
Hut it has further claims to consideration
in its indisputable evidences of lutiuy and
humor.

The shadow or sunlight, according to
your point ot view of the genius of Debussy
lies over It all and the method of construc
tion is precisely that of the Inimitable sen
sketches, The thematic material is almost
naive In Its simplicity, nnd this is quite as
It should be in a set of miniatures for rliil
dreii. The work was originally written as
a piano duet for two children, Mlml and .lean
Ciodehski. Later It was amplified and
orchestrated and served as a ballet at the
Theutie ties Arts last February. .
