COPPER DEMAND GOOD.

Local Prlcea Not ASTeeted ky Lon-

don Decline,
Copper continued In good demand yes-

terday despite the early decline in Lon-
don. The decline at that centre was due,
according to the trade on this side, to real-
izing on the advance by speculative interests
and did not affect prices In New York,
F.uropean buying yesterday was mainly
for Imiuedlato delivery, but there were con-
tracts placed for delivery durlug neit
month and uUo during January, The I

price was uncnangea at u.'f cents elec-
trolytic delivered thirty days.

Domestic demand has not been up to
that from European buyers and this is
believed to be due to the fact that Americun
consumera are well covered up to the end
of the year.
