Tony Oreckinto went on with his barber
busitiess vesterday  while told cus-
tomers that he expected to share in the
eatate of Octavia Frederich, the sixty-
yvear-old recluse who was burned to death
on Thanksgiving evening in her rooms
over the barber shop at 24 Hoyt street,
Brooklyn. Tony rented his barber shop
from Miss Octavia, who owned the build-
ing and who lived without the ordinary
comforts. When customers were not
frequent he ran erranda for the spinster,
who was a cripple and had been one for
many years. Often he colleeted rents for
her and more often he brought in hot soup
for her when she was unable to get out
of bed A girl brought rolls and bread
for Octavia from a nearby bakery

The barber savs that about two montha
ago Miss Octavia sent for him and made
a will leaving her estate to him. There
were two witnesses “business men of
the neighborhood”™ he says, and he has
the will. His lawyer, Henry Herding of
28 Court street, Brooklyn, said that the
will was in his possession and that Tony
would make a fight for Miss Octavia's
property.

At first there was a guspicion that the
death of Miss Octavia, who was a subject
for the neighborhood to discuss when it
had nothing better to do, might not have
been accidental. This was dispelled yes-
terday by the authorities, who agreed that
an oil lamp probably had overiurned,
setting fire to her. That the fire had not
wiped out the building was considered
ntrl.nga in view of the fact that the woman
had stored rags and odds and ends in the
four squalid rooms which she occupied.
