A hill embodying tho Attorney-General- 's

purpose hns nlreiuly pusscil the
House nnd It! now pending In the Senate.
I'nder the present laxv the coffee trust
can store a larpe supply of coffee In
New York nnd maintain ft hlKh prlco
for their product by limiting the amount
placed on sale ench year. If this eolfee
Is placed In Interstate commerce and
sent to any other point than New York
for storage It can he njlzed under the
existing law.

In discussing this question, Mr,
Wlckershum says:

"The operations of this syndicate have
resulted In moro than doubling the re-
tail price of coffee to the American con-
sumers, and thus have laid a. heavy tax
upon them. In considering the relief
which could bo afforded, tho nttcntlon
of tho department xvas draxvn to n
curious defect In the laxv xvhlch should
bo applicable to tho case. Tho pro-
visions of the Vx'llson tariff law still
In force (act of Aug, 27, 1S91, chap. 3I'J;
2S Stats., f.70) declare, In section 73, that
every combination, Ac, ahull bo Illegal
and x'old when mado by or between
txxo or moro persons or corporations
either of xvhom Is engaged In importing
an nrtlcln from n foreign country Into
tho 1'nltcd States, and xvhen the com-
bination Is intended to operate In re-
straint of lawful trade or freo competi-
tion, or to Increase thn market prlco In
any part of the 1'nltcd States of tho
article so Intended to be Imported, &c.

"Tho subject dealt xx 1th In tho section
is combinations, &c, respecting the Im-

portation of merchandise into the
Vnlted States from abroad; nnd It Is
declared to bo unlawful for any two or
moro persons, one of whom Is engaged
In Importing It, to combine or enter Into
contracts for tho purposo of operating
in restraint of lawful trade or freo com-
petition, or Increasing tho prlco of such
merchandise.

"When It comes to remedies, how-
ever, section 76 provides that any prop-
erty owned under any such contract,
f.c, or the subject of such combination
'and being In the course of transporta-
tion from one State to another or to or
from a territory or the District of Co-
lumbia, shall bo forfeited to the I'nlted
States, nnd may be seized,' Ac; but It
does not givo the llko right of seizure
when the property Is In course of being
Imported Into tho I'nltnl States, or If
It has been Imported Into, and Is held In
one of the States of the L'nlted States
for the purpom of being employed In

'effectuating such an unlawful comblna-- I
lion.

"In the particular case under con-
sideration, therefoie, neither the coffee
In process of Importation Into the
I'lilted States, nor that xxhlth xx'as
stored In the city of Nfrw York and held
subject to tho operations of the unlaw-
ful combination, was subject to selzuro
under this section, although had n part
of It lipon shipped from New York to
Jersey City to bo stored nnd held In like
manner mihjcct to tl.o conttol of tho
combination, It could have been seized
in transit nnd forfeited to the l'nlted
States. At the Instance of tills depart-
ment a bill to nmend the law by cor
recting this omission was Introduced
Into and passed by the House of Repre-
sentatives, and Is now pending in th
Senate. I most respectfully urge Its
passage at an early day."

Sixteen civil and cilinlnal cases un-
der tho Sherman anti-tru- law xveie
pending, Mr. W'lckcrsham declares, nt
thn beginning of tho preseiu Admin-
istration on Mnrch 1, lOO'j. A'l of these
have been disposed of extent two, which
are now pending in Ihe Sti tvmi Court
of tho l'nlted States. Thlrtv-nln- n crim-
inal Indictments nnd thlrty-on- . civil
suits und.T tne Sherman law have been
brought by thn Taft Administration.

Mr. Wlckersham expresses hh ojipo-sltlo- n

to any attempt to make the pro-

visions of the Sherman law more ex-

plicit ns ao unfair business methods.
Says he:

"I nm strongly of the opinion that tho
advocacy of amendments of thn law
which shall particularize different nets
ns constituting unlawful restraints of
trado or attempts at monnpjly nns Its
origin, not so much xvlth thoso xvho de-

sire the enforcement of the laxv, as with
those xvho urn nnxlous to secure n tufo
means of Its evasion. An enumeration
by statute of tho different practice"
which, In nnd of 'themselves, without
regard to tho circumstances of pa.t'cu-la- r

cases, should bo declared Illegal, will
either go too far or not far enuugh.
Whether nr not, for example, sell-lu- g

a commodity In one part of the
country nt a prlco lower than that
charged in another part of tho country
should, or should not be enjoined, must
depend entirely upon tho nature of the
casti presented, tho clictimsmnces un-

der which such sales are had, tho effect
upon competition produced thereby ntul
tho extent nnd character of the control
exercised by the vender over tho trado
In xvhlch ho Is concerned, Nxperlencv in

Dr. --McLniifflilin Tells Convex

The probability that tho Government
will beforo many years tnko their business
from them xxns set beforo tho
Association of Instiranco Presidents nl
tho Hotel Astor yesterday by William T,
Kmmet, New York bujierljitendcnt of
Insurance.

Speaking to tho heads of companies
representing about 75 nr cent, of tho "old
lino" life insurance noxv in forco ho said
that liis mlmiratlott for their "courage,
vti melt y. integrity and breadth of
was unqualified, hut he told them frankly
tltut their situation wus "ruther critical,
tluit tho drift xvus toxvnrd Stato insurance,
anil no group of men could control it
or sny xvliere it would end.

Another speech that especially im-

pressed the conx'ention was that of Dr.
Allan J. Mclaughlin of theJUnited States
Iubllc Health Serx-ice-

, who talked about
tho effect of safo water on the
typhoid fex'er rate. Ho said that thcro
wus more typhoid in this country in 1009

than there xvas plague In India, that tho
economic loss is $uo,nou,ooo n your nnd
that the death ruto of big American cities
is llvo times ns high as in tho leading
cities of KtiroH. Kxery case of typhoid,
ho said, is duo to somebody's ignorance
or careleMiess, and year ITS.puO

cais could be prevented and lfl.'.'Ot) lives
saved if Americans xvero moro careful.

Since tho Installation of the llller plants
there has been an annual saving In PitlH- -

htirg of 400 lives irom typhoid rever alone.
In regard to tarehssness or criminal

Washington, Dec. K. A bitter de
bate xvas provoked In tho llotiso y

by a speech delivered by lleprcscnta
tlve A. Mitchell Palmer of Pennsyl

a Democratic lender. In denun
elation of Whltclnw Held, tho American
Ambassador to Kngland. Tho namo of
President-elec- t Woodrow Wilson was
brought Into the discussion In a man
nor xvhlch excited a good deal of parti
san feeling.

Tho cause of nil tho troublo xvas an
address mado by Ambassador Rcld be
foro n class of tho University of Wales
on October 31 In xvhlch, according to
accounts published In this country, Mr.

Held appeared to speak In a disparag
ing xvay about tho lifo nnd character
of Thomas Jefferson. Heforo 's

debate concluded It was shoxvn that
Woodrow Wilson, n successor of
Thomas Jefferson us the titular leader
of the Democratic party, had on a num-

ber of occasions referred to Jefferson
In n slighting manner.

Mr. Palmer's attack on tho Ambassa-
dor to tlio Court of St. James's becauso
ot Mr. I'.cld's nlleged maladvcrslons of
Jefferson, ptompted Republicans to re-

ply, nil of them quoting Mr. Wilson as
having said In HUbstunco that Jefferson
did not havo a high reputation among
his political contemporaries.

Representative Palmer declared that
Ambassador Hold's addriss on Jefferson
beforo tho I'nlverslty of Wales "is
xvorthy not only of comment but per-
haps of cvnsure."

"It Is n jarring note," he Mid, "es-
pecially nt a time xvhen the philosophy
nnd the political convictions of Thomas
Jefferson seem to come In for enlarged
support from the American people, to
havo the American Ambassador at the
court of tho grcutest monarchy on
earth take pains to go out of hid
xvay to call attention to xvhnt ho him-
self calls tho 'odious details' In the con-du- ct

of this great man 'as Indicative,' In
his own hmguago of tho real chructer of
Thomas Jefferson.

"Ho not only lllngs bis Jibes at what
JiffciHun did and said but sneers at tho
ai cempllshmcnts ot that great political
I arty xvhlch Jeffeiron founded and by
misrepresentations and misstatements
of the farts leads his hearers to be-

lieve that they are not worthy followers
of that great man."

Mr. Palmer quoted Ambassador Reld
us follows:

"'.Mr. Jefferson wan not a man of
genius. We have seen that ho s not
an orator, not a soldier, not a good
executUe; least of nil, a xvell balancid
.statesman. Hut he was n philosophical
thinker or dreamer, and yet with .a
wonderfully practical gift for reading
the tendencies of tho populace and f jr
putting their xvlshcs Into persuaslvo and
stately language. He xvasi at once a
philosopher and a partisan. But his
philosophy xvas Hometlnies 111 balanced
aud 111 considered; his partisanship was
ulvvuy.i adroit and carefully considered,
generally succcbsful and somctlmeaoise-ful.- "

"I would not," concluded Represen-
tative Palmer, "let tho occasion pass
xvlthout entering my protest against the
Impropriety and misconduct of an Amer-
ican Ambassador at a foreign court
who would thus misrepresent beforo a
foreign uudienco ono of tho greatest
men who ever lived upon American
soil."

Represenliillv e Mann of Illinois, the
Republican leader, and Representative
Good of Iowa, a progressive, replied
briefly to Mr. Palmer. Mr. Mann said
he had read Mr. Reld's speech on Jcf-feis-

and that in the main It xvas
laudatory. He admitted that In n meas-
ure It was critical of the life and pub-
lic set vices of Jefferson.

"However, there It nothing In the
Reld address," said Mr. Mnnn, "that Is
so condemnatory of the lifo and charac-
