THE XKsrAPERS AND TtlK
MAILS.

The General Public's lnteret In the
Case Now llefore Ihr Hnpremr Court.
To tiik KDiTon of TtlK HVN-S- ir: Your

lender In this morning's paper in relation
to the Congressional regulation of the mails
is astonishing only in that such editorial
utterance should be necessary,

I cannot understand why, ero this, there
has not lieen against this enactment a
unanimous protest on Ihe part of the
newspapers of tho wholo country. No'
one can conceive of greater assumed
powers of (.'engross than those that the
Solicltor-Oener- claims for that body In
J.l.i argument In court, nor powers more
widespread and menacing in their appli-

cation.
This attempt lo curb the freedom of the

press is a matter thnttiot nlone concerns
the newspaper publisher. It is of equally
vital importance to every citizen In the
land. The press is the mouthpiece of the
people, and any attempt to throttle the
press is a direct attack upon the freedom
of speech of the' people.

This measure, too, has a very direct
application to the citizen, For, note, the
Solicit says: "It Cougress
may prescribe nny conditions concern-
ing the mail matter itself
whether s to weight character
of roariifs," Ac. Here, if this assump-
tion ofower be not checked, we can see
that the private mall of the Individual... ,,,,., ,.
limy oe ine sunjeci ui ninciui censurniiii,
if "Congress thought" such correspond-
ence contained anything "against public
policy" which could lie proved only by
examination.

This lends us to Inquire, Who shall
determine what is against "public policy,"
that the matter may lie made Ihe object
of Congressional disapproval? Shall an
aggrieved Representative discover that
utterances Inimical to his ijiterest nre
losn ma jest e nnd induce his fellow Rep-

resentatives, for lo agree
with him?

In the lust .'inalysis the application of
this law is left in the hands of a designated

(official or bureau and its enforcement
resolves itself into the ersonul Judg-

ment or prejudice of an appointive
official in whom are delegated the powers
of an autocrat In theory at least our
(loverntnent is a representative one,
Congress obeying the behests of the
people. By no stretch of the imagina-
tion, by no jugglery of official interpre-
tation, can such a law as the one under
discussion be remotely considered as an
expression of the will of the eople. If
this "law he allowed to stand upon the
statute hooks it will he only through that
siipineness that seems to he characteristic
of tiie American people of this day and
generation. The citizens of the United
States apparently are so accustomed to
oliev the behests of official in all walks
of life that a mandate by any bureau,
no matter how insignificant, has all the
effect of written law

How much greater is the danger when
Congress assumes autocratic owera!
There will tie none to check this assump-
tion unless the press remains untram-
melled. Congress is assumed to lie the
servant of the people, yet do we not see
year by year that the servant is greater
than the master, and year by year do
we not see legislation circumscribing the
liberties of the people, till the hour of
protest has arrived?

No one who notes passing events can
fail to lie shocked and astounded at the
weak kneed, spineless complacency with
which tho Xinerican people accept this
reversal of our theory of government.
If that people is governed best which ia

governed the least, then the American
people Is s.idly, badly and madly gov
erned. And are the people now to be
gagged, that they cannot protest? Ia the
press to be throttled, or are wo simply
in the first steps of a movement to'estab- -

liah "court organs," that may publish
news only that is "official"? There is but
one way to meet this menace to our rights,
and that is tn kill this law as dead as
Dickens's doornail.

But the newspapers must make the
fight. Tiik Sun has made a good lead.
