FINE SHOW OF SWORD GUARDS.

Hoirard Mansfield's Japanese Speci-
mens on View at Mnseum.

A collection of Japanese sword guards
has Just been lent to the Metropolitan
.'..usriini of Art and placed on view in the
hail of Japanese armor. The collection,
which la Howard .Mansfield's, well merits
the attention of lovers of Oriental art, for
the sword was, as f,eyaiu said, "the living
soul of the Samurai," and it embellishment
was the tak of the greatest nrtWt of Japan.

Among these guard are several of the
family of Kaneiye, vvhiih are ranked by
Japanese critic aa model of pure and
dignified taste. One of the most note-
worthy is a guard of Kaneiye II , which on
the face represents a fisherman punting
hi skiff agalust a xtrong current, and above
him. far away, lofty mountain top. The
fisherman's bead i touched with silver,
a are one or two other emphasized parts
of the delgn. Tin represents classic
Japanese taste, and it muy be understood
by us. for the modelling and design are
both subtle and intense

The foreigner, however, I much more
impressed by the simple, pierced Isuba
in Iron. These simplified designs seetn
marvellous. In one of the Hlgo type a
few hole had been pierced in the metal
guard, and behold, a "stag resting In the
underbrush": in another a few twig of
a plum tree, in another a crane Insllhouette,
in another a wheelllke chrysanthemum.

One section of the case I given over to
later and decadent examples. As is always
the case, the design is more complicated,
the metals more varied and with much
Incrustation of silver -- and gold.

In his best pictures there
la a skill at omission, not carried too
far, which Is a direct Inheritance of
both Sargent and himself from the
French veteran with whom they studied.

Honest, straightforward work
was what he did, and If he could not
mako It always Interesting It was at
least free from mannerism and vul
ejarlty.

The portraits In this sale of every
thing that Mr. Fowler left In his studio
Include the excellent likeness of William
Dean Howclls shown In the Academy of
Design In 1903, the year It was painted;
the portrait of John Ulgelow, dated 1910,
and that of Samuel J. Tltden, begun by
Mr. Fowler In 1882 from sittings given
by the aged statesman and finished In
1887 after Tilden's death. There are
also other likenesses, Including repre-
sentative studies of women, and there
are sketches, landscapes and other
themes quite In character with the way
In which Fowler worked.

SHOW OF ADVANCED ART

Futurists and Cubists Will Be
Featured Hero in

February.

WHOLE BOOM OF CEZANNE

Founder of
Is Hardly Known in

New York.

Announcment was made yesterday by
tho new art organization, the American
Painters and Sculptors, of a list of some
100 paintings, besides sculptural and
architectural contributions, secured In
Europe for Its first exhibition to be
opened February 15 in the Sixty-nint- h

Regiment Armory, Twenty-sixt- h street
nnd Lexington avenue. This does not in-

clude the American work, and It Is only
a partial list of tho work by foreigners.

From tho list of pictures It Is cer-
tain that New York will open Us eyes
wide when tho show Is placed on view.
The very newest things In contemporary
European art that have been deemed
significant by the new organization's
emissaries, President Arthur B. Davles
and Secretary Walt Kuhn, are to appear
here in Important examples and large,
numbers. There will be a special room
for a group of Futurists, under the
leadership of Severlnl and Boccloni,
who have headed the cult In Paris and
Italy.

An entire room it to be allotted to
Cezanne, now dead, who was the foun-
der of and who
lias been perhaps the strongest influence,
in European art since Manet and Monet
and Degas. Cezanne Is virtually un-
known In America except by his name,
and there will be great curiosity to see
tho twenty .pictures by him that have
been promised for this exhibition. It Is
understood that nil of these Cezannes
will come from Europe. About tho only
known owner of pictures by this artist
In New York Is Mrs. V. C. Havcmeyer.

There will also be a room for Redon,
the Frenchman, who Is y, accord-
ing to advanced art lovers, one of the
vital forces In contemporary work. Over
thirty pictures by Redon will be shown.
Gauguin, Van Gogh and Matisse, with
ten, eighteen and eleven examples res-
pectively, will each have a room In
which to be seen: these are ranked close
to Cezanne in their originality of view
and their willingness to follow ideas to
their conclusions.

Matisse has been scon and shuddered
nt In the little New York gallery of the
Photo-Secessio- and so has Picasso, the
Spaniard, from whom there will be
eleven examples at tho American Paint-
ers and Sculptors' exhibition. Matllol of
Paris Is another of tho very advanced
men In both painting and sculpture,
who twill be represented here, by six
canvases snd two of his works In thr i
dimension.

One of the most Interesting Innova
tions wilt be a room devoted to the
work In architecture oa the Cubists,
tho three brothers Duchamp-Vlllo- n of
Paris, who were prominent at the au-
tumn Salon recently concluded and
whoso contributions 'have been taken
seriously by leaders In French art and
architectural circles. At tho autumn
Salon they showed, a complete house
designed and decorated in Cubist fash-Io- n,

even to the doorknobs and Interior
fittings.

Besides these very advanced men the
list Includes an array of others less
known, who are working out In their
several ways what they conceive to be
the new gospel of this art movement.
And the American Painters and Sculp-
tors, believing that the new things will
be all the more Interesting and Influen-
tial when shown as the outgrowth, In
a sense, of the old and accepted art,
hns gathered for the coming exhibition
a remarkable list of work by groups of
earlier artists.

There will be two pictures apiece, for
example, by Ingres, Delacroix, Courbet,
Corot and Daumler. Another division
will Include paintings by Manet, Puvis
dev Chavannes, Degaa and Renoir, It
