After trying to dispose of the letters
to various New York newspapers the
men are alleged finally to have written
a letter marked “Private and Personal,”
to William R. Hearst, offering ta dis-
pose of the letters and signing the flc-
titious name of “Charles Strong.” This
resulted in a meeting at a saloon known
a8 "The Little Savoy" in Thirty-fifth
street, in New York, where negotia
tions were carried on with certain men
who maid they represented Mr. Hearst
At first, according to alleged admis-
slons made by one of the conspirators,
the men who represented themselves as
Mr. Hearst's agents wanted to accept
the letters without any financial can-
slderation, assuring the would-be pur-
veyors that they were doing a great
work for humanity,

When cash was demanded 1he al-
leged agents said the ouput was not
worth over $200. Finally the first batch
of letters was sold at an agreed prive
of $6,000. Later, according to the stor v,
other sales were negotiated and a ©on-
siderably larger sum was patd before
the deal was closed.

Extracts of Statement Read,

Mr. Foraker furnished the committes
with the statement made to him by
Gllichrist Stewart, the man whom he
employed. Mr. Foraker read from this
statement, occasionally interjecting «
few remarks of his own.

“These young men,” =ald he, “ware
working together for Mr. Archbold in his
office, taking care of the letters, Keeping
the rgu there and other papers. and
they Decame very well acquainted with
each other. One day one of them called
the attention of the other to the fuct
that there had appeared in the pipers
an account of how some clerk in somne-
body's office in New York had betrayed
the secrets of the office to somehady
else, getting pald for It, and the other
party had made a lot of money out of i1,

“Thereupon they concelved the [dea
of betraying the secrets of the Standardg
Oll Company as to financial mantters
They had not becoms progressive yet
they were just in the financial part of
ift. And so after turning It over in
their minds for a whila they got up &
lot of fnanclal data in the shape of
letters and other documents abstracted
from the records und went with this
to various places in New York, but
could not get anyhody te take 1t. They
went to various newspapers, T™ev
went to the New York World, but that
paper refused to have anything to d.
with it. And at last they want to Mre
Hearst.
