FOR SPUGS AT CATHEDRAL

A pplnuds Principles of the New
Society for More Sane

(iivinp.

And now the magic word "spug" has
been spoken in the pulpit of the Ca-

thedral of St. .lohn the Divine, in his
sermon yesterday morning Canon Doug-
las recommended to his congregation
the principles of the new society and
of Its parent, the Vocation Savings
Piind.

He was preaching from the text
"Outlier up the fragments that remain,
that nothlns be lost," and his rmon
was u plea against wastefulness, not
only In material things but In human
life ami religion.

"A new and hopeful sign has lately
been brought to my attention," he salil
"The woman's department of the Na
tional Civic IVderatlon has a vacation
committee which inure than a year ago
started a vacation savings fund for
working women. Out of their scant
savings thousands of hhopglrls and
other workers lay by enough to pay for
a good vacation In mmn decent and
happy spot, to select which spot tho
committee assists.

"I.ast summer there were over 6.000
depositors, whoso combined Kavlncs
nmounted to more than $30,000. Iitoly
these women nnd girls
hnve been encouraged by the committee
to comhlne and discuss how they can
avoid tho Indiscriminate anil extortion-
ate giving of Christmas presents, nnd
particularly how they can abolish that
horrlblo misuse of the occasion of
Christmas In some department stores,
whereby the under girls nre pressed to
subscribe out of their small wages to
a fund to be presented to the person
higher up.'

"Thus they are supposed to get on
the safe side of the forewoman or of
some other Influential person. In some
of the larger stores the clerks are called
on by collectors, who gather money for
what Is practically n bribe at Christmas
to persons in minor authority in the
store. And If they do not contribute
tho under clerks are afraid they will
lose their places.

"And so they go from bad to worse
and their pinched faces and sad eyes
tell the story. I havsl heard of a girl
earning 12 a week who In ono or an-
other of these mistaken ways spent $7.",

with might and main.
"It Is not altogether unfortunate that

this society has ncqiitred a slang name,
for sometimes slang attracts attention,
nnd to this matter the public ought to
pay attention. They are called .Spugs'
and I commend them to your attention
as a good examplo ot how our Saviour's
word to His disciples can be practically

Many of tho announcements of diri-lln- ns

bonuses to the men in these institu-
tions came last week, and there could
bo noted an extra spring in the step of
those in the big institutions, especially
among the ofllce and floor boys, the
messengers and doormen - for every-
body from ofllce boy up to president, if
he wants it, gets tho bonus,

The trust companies aro those where)
tho Christmas bonus sis-m- s to bo most
firmly fixed as a hystem. Tho basis of
division of ptoflts among the employee-I- s

usually on a percentage of their yearly
salaries, anil though it sounds lightly
to write of a distribution of, say, lit per
cent of tha yeaily of the men
in a company, a bonus of thnt size is a
largo boon to the men receiving it and
becomes a part of their incomo that is
dlrootly und substantially counted upon.

While It Is held In some quarters that
the Christmas distribution will not lie
as large this year as it has been In some
previous years, the announcements that
have, oomo from tho big trust companies
so far iudicato that tho employees will
faro fully as well its lieforo and perhaps
in some cases even better. The Central
Trust Company this year Is gladdening
the hearts of Ita men with the munificent
gift of W) per cent, of their salaries, off-
icers and other employees alike. The
Central Trust for several years haa been
known as a libers I giver at tho Christmas
season.

The 10 per cent, bonus at this time
seems to be about the favorite rato among
the majority of the largo institutions that
make Christmas gifts. Tho nig Guar-
anty Trust Company, with its several
hundred employees, early announced that
it directors had authqried 11 distribut-
ion, of 10 per cent, of their salaries to tho
men. The Hankers Trust Company,
whioh Is so oloso to the (luaranty In point
of exten t of resources, la also adding to
the Christmas cheer with a gift of 111

per cent, of their Halation to its employees
Thfl Kqultablo Trust always remembers
its men liberally at tho holiday season
of the year. Among tho smaller trust
companion of established strength ami
IKisltion which are nlwayH mindful of
past services, when Christmas season rolls
around it tho Fulton Trust Company,
which, according to custom, Is giving this
year to Its jieoplo a 10 per cent, Christ-
mas gift.

None of the large banks is distributing
a ( hristmas bonus to its employees in
tho form of 11 percentage of tlieir salaries.
Therii is, however, a movement among
tho banks to accomplish the hiiiiio thing
for their employees in varioim other ways.

It was a strange sight that greeted
passcrsby In Madison Square yesterday.
There, right In tho middlo of tho llttlo
park, stood tho city s Christmas tree.
stretching Ha 85 feet of green length
proudly to the sky. It wasn t In a flnlshod
stato by any memos, hut it was something
unusual and thousands paused to look
at it and talk about the people's big party
on Christmas eve and all the clays there
after until New Year's. A watchman
who stood around to see that vandals
didn't spoil anything said he hadn't seen
such a curiosity In many a year.

The big tree, which arrived here on
Friday as a substitute for a smaller one
that wouldn't do because it was only about
thirty feet tall, was first put on its feet
late on Saturday night. Its topmost
branches aro still tied up as they were
when it arrived, but the Iwttom ones nro
freo and their broad spread gives some
thing of an idea of what a noble tree it
will be when it is all rendy.

No work was dope on it from 1 o'clock
yesterday morning until last midnight.
becuuso somebody forget to get a permit
to work on Sunday, but that lost time
won't count, for the carpenters and elec
trie light peopio will work every minuto
nccessury to get things in shipshape order
for illumination at 5:30 o clock
uf tenioon.

The carpenters expect to finish their
job some tltno and then tho eleo- -
trical contractor will begin tho task o f
stringing the 2,000 lights. At tho top of
tho tree will be a gigantic star of colored
lights and through the branches Ikow will
be myriads of others in red, white and
blue.

Tho band stand and another platform
wliero will stand the choruses and the
singers who have volunteered on condi-
tion that their nnnim remain secret also
will be lit up, and the old square will pre-
sent a gay appearance

Hlg fir trees like this one have such long
branches that they don't look as thick as
they might, so u lot of smaller t,rees will
lo used to piece out this giant. To hold
it upright its butt has lioen clamped with
iron liands to a heavy Imsn, and the
branches that wero out off there will like-
wise 1k used in filling in.

In addition to special watchmen who
will see that no harm comes to tho tree
the policomen on duty in that vicinity
have been instructed to guard It care-
fully.

Tho old watchman lcoked up anxiously
at tho western sky last night,

"Now. If it only don't snow or rain."
he said, "there won't be a to
thu from Mn ,ho blsKest co1ebratlon
and the best and kindest one this old town
ever knew. If It only don't storm."

Wealthy Aro More Willing1 to
Give When Severe Weather

$100,000 to tho poor each year at
f'hrl.stmai time, despite Its large popu
lation, the appeals for Christmas chari
ties sent out by tho organized charities,
largo and small, nnd the effort's of or-

ganization", such ns tho Salvation Army
nnd the Volunteers of America, was

Mr, Kingsbury added that ho believes
giving has been moro general this year

on the street.
"I don't mean to Include the Christ-

mas tips to elevator men, porters, news,
boys or the like. If rhey were counted
in my figures would be many times
what I have made them.

"There Is one thing that affects
Christmas giving very much and that
Is the condition of the weather at tho
time Christmas appeals nre sent out.
If they reach people In bitter weather
the response Is much more generous
than if the weather Is good. I'eoplo
seem to think morn of the poor In
severe weather nnd to be mon anxious
to nllcvlato tiny hardships that cold
weather may Impose upon the poor."

Frank Persons, general secretary of
tho Charity Organization Society, snld
that It would be so difficult a tnsk to
!eck correct figures on the total Christ
mas charities of thetlty that he didn't
enro to make nn estimate. Ho said,
however, thnt his. organization yearly
receives only from $"00 to $S00 for
Christmas charity work.

I dont think there has been much
difference this yonr In the nmountxvhlch
has been given for Christmas charities,"
he said. "If there hns been n difference
It hasn't come to our uttcntlon. We
have so far received nbout $100 this
year. This Is about our average.

"This amount Is confined to glftr
which the donor specifics nro to be used
for Christmas charity work. Wo re-
ceive larger contributions nt this time
of the year than nt any other time, but
most of these go to our general charity
work, as the givers do not specify tl-n-t

they nro to be used for Christmas
purposes. The Christmas spirit has a
good effect In Increasing the chnrltnble
feeling of New Yorkers, as our other
contributions show, but wo don't get
much for Christmas giving.

We dont give Christmas dinners ns
a usual thing, although one man sends
us a check for $100 every year for this
purpose. We provide baskets for fifty
amines witn tnis money, but for the

most part when we give we prefer to
give something carrying the sentiment
of Christmas, We have 2.000 families
which we take caro of nnd we hnve
found that these people like a toy for
the child, a sprig of Christmas green or
somo llttlo present better than a basket
of food, which we would provide nt any
time 1f the people needed It.

"Wo dont criticise tho organizations
which givo dinners, but we believe our
method Is more In keeping with the
spirit of the times than the other,"
