GOVERNMENT WINS °
LUNBER TRUST SUIT

I". N, Distriet Court Grants In-
junetion Under the Shoer
man Law.

STRESS ON BLACKLISTING
Its Continuance, Court Says,

Was in Itself a Sufficient
‘ C‘ause for Action,

The Government's sult to enjoin tha
Fastern Statea Retall Lumber Dealera
Association and others from continuing
an alleged conspiracy to restrun com-
petition  and  interstate  commeroa  in
violation of the Sherman law wis brought
to a closs yesterday when Judges La-
combe, Coxe, Ward and Noyes, sitting
in the United Statea District  Court,
granted tha petition for an injunction
againat the operation of tha so-oalled
lumber trust.

According to the Government’'s com-
plaint filed at the beginning of tha suit
in 1911, the chief object of the defendant
association's activities was to prevent
wholesalers from dealing directly with
consumers, and in this way maintaining
arbitrary prices for lumber 1" waa
charged that the means employed in-
cludad the blacklisting of individuals and
corporations that violated the associa-
tion's rule against the elimination of the
middleman. It was also allegad that the
association fined refractory  mmembera
and dismissed “scalpers™ from memnber-

nhir‘ It was further charged that the
vontire siles territory was apportioned and
that members caught poaching on

another’s allotment were summarily dis-
missed,

For twelvae years prior to tha filing
of the Government's suit, tha petition
said, blacklists and articles wera pub-
lished In trade papera and conferences
were held by members of the association
for the purpose of mtuhliahing arhitrary
rules for buying, selling and shipping
lumber from one State to another.

The decision handed down yesterday
will be far reaching in ita effects, sinmn
it brings out prominently the application
of the Sherman law to tha use of the
blacklist as an instrument in the restraing
of trade and intergtate commeroce.

Howard Taylor, attorney for the 1latail
Lumber Dealers Association of il -
delphia, one of the defendant organiza.
tions, said lart night that the decisiomn

ut tha stamp of iﬁngnht_v on the ciren-
ntion of such information as the Eastern
States l{atuh Lumber Dealera Association
is alleged to have embodied in the reports
sent to its members

The decision, which was written hy
Judge Lacombe and concurred in by the
other Judges, says that many of the
resolutions adopted at these conferences
have been abrogated by the assnciation
since the filing of the suit, but that the
circulation of the hlacklists or “official
reports,” as the decision stvles them,
was sufficient to constitute a violation
of the Sherman law

The decision quotes from one of thesa

offictal reports, which opens with an
ad{umtinn of secrecy. The veport fur
nishea a long list of wholesalers who

have been selling direct to the consumers,
Then it asks its recipient= to send in the
names of the individuals or firms whom
they know to be engaged in selling direct
to the consumers, and if posaible to supply
information as to the numbers or desig-
nations of tha cars in which the shipments
are forwarded, the name of the shipper,
the date of the arrival of the car, the p[:nc
of delivery and the point of origin,

The court savs that although the asso.
ciation did not tuke any further <tapy
