Some
have paid high prices for boats, while
others have been content wtih smaller
craft. J. J. Ryan of the Bmith-Ryan
Company, which blulds high speed boats
of the Rellance family, declared yesterday
that he had done twice as much busi-
ness as he had expected In his most
optimistic mood. The Rellance boats have
attracted much attention in the show
and, though some may differ as to their
ability to make the speed claimed, all
agree that the Baby Rellances are phe-
nomenally fast and that in the ordinary
course of events the new types of this
season should beat last ycar's type.

The loew-Victor Company, whose ex-
hibit is In charge of N. 3.

He
will leave New York on one of these fly-
ing hoats ad go up the Hudson to Fort
Edward, then crossing the land he will
go through the Adirondacks, making
landings on Lake George and Lake
Champlain and on the B8t.
