Bishop Lloyd Fails 1o Get Re-
plies to His Wires to
the Field.

TAFT'S POLICY APPROVED
The Rev..J,'T. Molloy Says Pres-
ident Is Wisely Advised by
Ambassador Wilson.

Three misglon boards and the Ameri-
can Bible Society, all with headguarters
in thir ecity, had an anxious day yes-
terday regarding work in Mexico,

Bishop Lloyd, head of the Episcopal
society, sald he had sent two telegrams
and up to a late hour Jast night had
received no reply. Bishop Oldham of
the Methodist board awaited hourly
word from Methodist missionaries thera,
So did the Rey. Dr. Willlam I. Haven
of the Bible Soclety, Al the Prea-
byterian board it was stated that no in-
quiries had been sent becanse it was a
rule that missionaries wired without in-
quiries if the need existed. No word
was a good word.

The Rev. J. . Molloy, who for ten
vears has been the head of a school for
zirla loeated at Zacatecas and who has
just arrived from Mexico, was found at
the P'reshyterian headquarters yester-
dayv.

“Mexicans ure really not capable of
governing themselves after the manner
of Amerieansg,” he sald. *““They are
ensily led and impuleive 1o A degree
they will shout for anybody. Yet they
have u consciousness that whatever
it i= that made the United States great
ought to be adopted by their Govern-
ment. For three centuries they have
been without education, and 9,000,000
of them cannot read or write. To me
the wonder is that they are as good as
they are,

“P'resident Taft i= very wise not to in-
terfere. He is wisely advised by Am-
bassador Wilson. It is the earnest de-
sire, 1 think, that Americans be pro-
tected in Mexico, 1 have always been
well treated and so have others whom
T know. 1 expect to see Felix Diaz
elected the next President when an
election i# held. 1 don't believe he ex-
pected to see former President Madero
disposed of In this cruel way and if ha

had been in real authority, | doubt if
this would have occurred,
“You ask what i{s llkely o happen

next. 1 cannot predict. The most hope-
ful sign I =ee i« the sincera desire of
the masses, «ven the commonest people,
for education. With that will come en-
lightenment and peace, but it will take
a long time. Protestants prosper In
greal part because of this fostering of
education by them, A descendant of
Juarez, the lawgiver, told me that upon
the principles taught by the Proteatant
depends the progress of the country,
and T really think that half the people
agres with him. T can make no fur-
ther predietion aa to when and how
stable government may come.”
