McFnrland readily accepted
and met among others nt a neighboring
restaurant State s Attorney Maclay Home
of Illinois, Assistant States Attorney
Kdwnrd Fleming. Corporation Counsel
Sexton, Aldermnn Al Tlerney, Oscar
Mayer nnd Carter II. Harrison, Jr. Mnyor
Harrison complimented McFnrland for his
splendid showing,

It was the first boxing bout I had
seen In twenty years," said the Mayor,

If It hadn t been for Mnnager Gibson
I would have walked out of the Garden
without boxing when I heard that Rrlt-ton- 's

money had been attached," he de-
clared. "I don't caro for such tangles
and furthermore I object to being Insulted.
When I went Into the weighing room
Just before the bout several men who
are closely Identified with Rrltton and
his manager asked me to bet on the re-
sult of the bout. They wanted to place
bcveral thousands of dollars on Rrltton
at R to 6. nnd mentioned the name of a
certain newspaper to decide It, 1 told
them that I didn't bet and that ns soon
as the boxing game got mixed up with
gambling the public would lose confidence.

"Roth Thiery. my manager, and myself
were roundly abused and even the boxing
Inspector who hnd charge of the scales
was roughly pushed aside by one of the
fellows who seemed to be the ring leader.
It looked like a nns'y mess for a few
minutes, but when Secretary Harvey of
the boxing commission entered the room
he iiuickly drove the trouble makers out.
Seems to mo the commission ought to
get after the sure thing gamblers at
once. They will kill the sport If they
are not suppressed,

"Mayor Harrison's presence nt last
night's bout was a compliment to the club
and the sport. He assured me nt supper
that he was greatly pleased. I am sorry
that Gov. Dunne of Illinois didn't nttend,
for I know he would havu approved of
boxing.

"I lieat Rrltton more easily than I ex-
pected, et I want to compliment him for
his pluck nmi energy. He did his best.
So did I, and I think that New Yorkers
who saw the bout were convinced that I
won fairly and siiuarely.

"Some of my friends tell me that I
wasn't ns fast as I might have been.
Maybe that Is true. Rut I was strung at
the weight and never felt tired, even
though 1 forced the pace most of the way.
I could have made 133 pounds, hut I in-

sisted on 137 simply because I refused to
submit to dictation."
