Souls', had always been a conservatlvu
comjrewitlon. The I'nltnrlans had
only had one President before Mr. Taft;
that was Millard Fillmore, who served
U'ss than three yetrs. All Souls' Church
had always been on a firm finan-
cial basis, but th.v edlllce was old and
but moderately attractive. No sooner
hud ITes'.dent Taft Joined the congre-
gation, however, than the usual boom
started. A huso hulldiuc fund was
gathered about two years niro and one
of the last acts of Mr. Toft's career ni
President was his participation In lay-
ing the cornerstone of the new All
Souls' Church In the fashlonablo heart
of Washington for nn edlllce which will
cost more than $I50.oon.
