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Mr. Bryan Should Have tlir Urnr fit
of the Doubt.

The speculation abottt Mr. BnrAN's
course if tho Ways and Means Committer)
reports a 20 per cent, duty on ruw wool
Beems unwarranted unless Mr. HrtTA.v
intends to resfun as Sccrctury'bf State
and reenter tho political arena. Why
should Secretary HnvA.v tako an active
interest In tariff revision, which is the
business of Congress and the President?
Mr. Bryan's concern Is with the foreign
relations of tho Government now, and
not with domestic affairs or with party
or political questions.

It will Utko all of tho Secretary's
Working hours for twelve months at
least to get into touch with tho foreign
relations of the Government, even with
the expert assistance of the indispens-
able Alvey A. Adei:. Mr. Hhyan is
overwhelmed with tho cares and respon-
sibilities of his post of dignity and use-
fulness; in fact he is so absorbed in mere
routine that red tags havo been attached
to important documents lest ho overlook
them. The wonder Is how ho has time
to receive any person but a subordinate
in the State Department.

Heads of the most honorablo and
exclusive Department of tho Govern-
ment have always been reticent, and
usually they have been inaccessible
men. It is a tradition of tho ollire that
the Secretary shall not talk on any
question of State, and obviously he is
not to interfere with any function of
('otigress. Mr. Hay, Mr. ltooT, Mr.
K.vnx never asked any member of
that body to vote for free wool or cd

took any apparent intereM. in tariff
egislation. Why is it assumed that

.Si rotary Hhvan will meddle? He has
brilliant lln-h- es of silence and can bo
the Mini of discretion. It may be puro
assumption that he will not be a dili-
gent and preoccupied Secretary of State.
It is hardly fair to doubt him.

The Minimum Wage.
If the wages of ono class of workers

are to bo fixed in accordance with their
needs, rather than their earning capaci-
ties or tho state of the labor market,
It seems only fair that the same prin-
ciple should prevail with all wage earn-
ers. This extension of the application
of tho theory will lead the speculative
observer to interesting conclusions.

Thus If a singlo woman deserves a
certain wage to support herself in com-
fortable decenoy, obviously a widow
with a child must have a higher wage,
a widow with two children still more
money, and so on up to the working
woman having tho largest number of
children. These wages must bo read-
justed whenever the earner's obligations
change, as, for example, when each child
goes to work for itself.

But If women are to have wages meas-
ured by their needs, tho same treatment
must be given to men. The unmarried
man without dependents does not need
o much money as tho unmarried man

with a sister or a mother to support, or
as the married man with wlfo and chil-
dren to feed and clothe and educate.
Again, the man who.o sons show an

arly Instinct for trado and enter one
of the numerous employments, mostly
soliciting and peddling, to which tho
youth of the land is so earnestly en-
treated by publishers, manufacturers
and merchants, does not need so high a
wage as tho father of children less en-
terprising. Nor docs tho father or a
child whose ambition is to "get to work"
need an Inromo as large as that parent
whoso offspring aspiicsto practise ono
of the arts,

Were the attempt made to adjust all
wages to meet the obligations of each
employee, rather than to recompense
him for services rendered, it is plain
that tho employer would havo to deal
not with the Individual worker, but with
his family. Not, What can you do? but,

hat must you have? would be the ques-
tion put to the seeker for work. A man
may doubt tho practicability of such a
system without thereby writing himself
down as entirely ignorant of tho In-

equalities and injustices of tho present
uompctitivo order.

It must be understood that
this total, like the, maximum now con-
templated, was to be attained in a term
of years, ami not immediately. The
design won, and is, to have a larger army
available for a declaration of wur.or for
an ai't of war without notice. Mobiliza-
tion later would bo on a gigantic bcale.

Whilo it is true that in the event of a
Continental war involving most of the
t . ,. ...I'owcrs rruiu-- wouui Do licrnmny s
most formidable antagonist, tho tre-
mendous policy of expansion now in-

augurated at Berlin was not inspired by
fears of the military power of France.
If there had been no collapse of Turkey
in the war with the Balkan Allies, the

of .lune, 1012, would not havo been
superseded. In entering upon an ex-

pansion of the first line of battlo such
as was not considered seriously a year
ago, although the General Staff may
have made itsown calculations, Germany
is anticipating what may never happen,
but what it is well to be prepared for, a
general war on the Continent.

The new factor in tho situation is
an anti-Germ- Balkan Confederation,
which if it keeps intact and is harmonious
could put 800,000 men In the field. Be-

hind it is ltussia, whosomilitarystrength,
in numbers greater than that of Ger-
many, can commund liberal appropria-
tions from tho Duma. Of the prowess
of the army of Austria-Hungar- y the
General Staff at Berlin has no great
opinion, and Italy with her new African
possessions to guard is weakened as
a member of tho Tripio Alliance. To
deal with one powerful enemy on her
eastern frontier and with a warlike
nation fired by a passion for revenge on
her western frontier Germany would
havo to deend mainly upon her own
military resources. Thus her stupen-
dous preparations for a conflict which
although not inevitable may como like
a bolt out of tho blue are accounted for.
Nothing has remained for France to do
but to increaso her armv and bo ready.

The Ucnsseinblliig of Parliament.
The British Parliament has of late

years become a singularly strenuous
body and some of its members must
often s.gh for tho golden ago when it
rose in August in timo to get up to
the Scotch moors for the opening of the
grouse shooting and renssembled the
following February. The recess just
concluded was the shortest on record,
tho fact of its being cut down to two
days being no doubt duo to the waste
of ten precious days in November when
the Government was defeated by a
snap division over an amendment to the
home rule bill. Some of tho Tories who
then rejoiced with exceeding great joy,
now returning jaded and unrefreshed
to their labors, must regret that Pyrrhic
victory.

Kxcept for a futile attempt on the
part of the militant suffragettes to
present a petition to the King, the state
opening of Parliament on Monday passed
off without incident. The King's speech
contains no announcement of any par-
ticular interest and no hint as to tho
amount which is to be expended on
armaments during the forthcoming year.
There are temperate congratulations on
the efforts of tho Powers to promote
peace, and acknowledgments to tho
Dominion of Canada for tho share she
proposes to take in imperial defence.

The most impoitant business before
the House of Commons is the ropassage
of tho home rule and Welsh disestab-
lishment bills rejected by the Lords,
which must be passed thrco times in
different sessions before they can auto-
matically become law. Apart from
these bills, which will probably bo
passed without prolonged discussion,
the most contentious measure fore-
shadowed is likely to be that for tho de-
velopment of a national system of edu-
cation, a problem which tho Govern-
ment tried in vain to settle at tho be-
ginning of its career and which was ono
of the principal causes contributing to
tho struggle with the Houso of Lords
und the passing of the Parliament oot.

Fairness to a Foreign Scientist,
t'nder this caption The St'N bus

urged tho propriety and wisdom of
offering an impartial trial to Dr. FitiF.n-man.- v,

tho discoverer of a bacterln for
which remarkable curative property in
tuberculosis is claimed. It is gratify-
ing to note that after many trying
vicissitudes this course is now being
adopted by our hospitals.

It must bo acknowledged that all tho
press of this country has not displayed
the American spirit of fair pluy in tho
treatment of Dr. Fiukdmann, being
misled by tho violent opposition of a
largo majority of our medical journals
anil tho action of some of our medical
societies. The latter are tho watch-
dogs of medical ethics, tho rules of
which are in thoir turn intended to
protect tho people against imposition in
that most precious matter their health.

To tho average reader medical ethics
appears to aim at tho protection of
medical mon rather than tho welfare of
the public. This is a fallacious idea.
Time was when the nurrowness of tho

regulars excluded properly
qualified practitioners from fellowship,
just as difference of doctrinal points
antagonized certain religious secth.
The millennium has not yet arrived in
either theology or medicine. The latter
is fur in advance of tho former, however,
in this regard because it is more clearly
demonstrable.

This fact is illustrated by the Fried --

maim episodo, There is a tradition in
medicine that very properly bars secret
remedial methods from adoption by phy.
Biciuaib. In tho olden timo. when modi.
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cino wan practically nn elecmoBynnry
profession, temples woru tho clinics and
priests tho doctors. Hin'OCIiateh, the
Father of Medicine, bronchi to its study
and nrnitien n wealth of nnod senses
that Inured to tho henelit of raticiit and
doctor alike, removiiur much of (he

. exist Inn mysticism whilo iiiMMinir tmoii
the sacred character of tho physician's
calling. Tho beneficent influence of '

the "Hlppocratlo oath" happily still
sways the medical mind; anil to this fact
must bo attributed the seeming indiffer-
ence of t ho true physician to the Int crests
of the patient when a question of ethics
is involved.

The Friedmium discovery did not get
a fuir trial in Germany because tho
doctor withheld somo of tho details or
tho preparation and administration of
the new ugent. Tho opposition appears
to havo arisen not so much from tho
apprehension of harm to the sick, ab-

sence of which had been abundantly
demonstrated, as from fear of tho
damage that might como to German
science from the exploitation of a secret
remedy by one of its physicians.

This idea is expressed in tho recent
pronouncement of Professor til Kit ofi
Berlin. A great huo and cry was raised I

churging the discoverer with mercenary
motives for his scorctfveness, and this
was enhanced by tho reports of sensa-
tional offers of millions, reports that
appear to have had no foundation in
fact. Dr. FniEDMAN.v said in nn exclu-
sive interview with a representative
of THE Stt.v that this discovery affected
mostly tho poor nifl they should have
the first benefit from it; that he had no
secret, but regarded even the best
equipped physician as incapable of judg-
ing the proper time interval, dosage and
other details, which had occupied his
attentive study for ten years, until this
physician had the courage of conviction
arising from demonstration in u con-
vincing number of eases.

This frank statement to Tni: Sun has
doubtless contributed to tho changed
attitude of the profession and tho pub-
lic. We urged in tho beginning "a fair
field and no favors for the foreign scien-
tist," and tho most recent developments
point to the attainment of thiB end.

Colliers Cyclops and Neptune, hullt by
contract, averaged 145.10 cost a ton.

The training ships Cumberland and In-
trepid, built in navy yards, averaged 1214
cost a ton.

The training ship Severn, built by con-
tract, cost a ton.

The tugs Patapsco and Pattixent, built
In navy yards, averaged $285 a ton.

The tugs Konoma and Ontario, built by
contract, averaged II7R a ton.

In each caso comparison has been made
between navy yard built ships and con-
tract shiiw which wero built contempo-
raneously. Tho total cost or the navy
yard built ships above enumerated Is
ten and one-ha- ir millions or dollars more
than that or contemporaneous contract
built ships, nnd this difference wan as
absolutely thrown away nn If it had
been dumped overboard In the deepest
spot in the north Atlantic.

In addition to this vast sum millions
were spent in fitting up the navy yards
Tor building these vessels. Furthermore,
the naval bill or last year provides thnt tho
fuel shir authorized by the bill shall be
built In navy yards; and to onp it all Con-
gress orders that the battleship just au-
thorized must 1h built in n navy yard.

H this Is not class legislation nnd privi-
lege, what is?

Why should people be taxed so that
navy yards can take work rrom private
industry at an added cost to the Govern-
ment ot 20 per cent 1

Or should tho number or ships badly
needed by our splendid navy be cut down
ao that navy yard employees who nre
voters may get work at the expense or
private yard employees who are also
voters? H this is economy, what is
extravnganco? Facts.

The Position nt Unsalaried PhyilcUnt
Working In the ntspensarlei.

To 7 in: KtitTim oy Tub HfN fiir; As a
suggestion to remedy the "abuse of medical
charity" so admirably treated of In your
editorial nrtlcle of Sunday, and to Improve
the "little Interest" shown by tho dispensary
authorities In tho future of their "unsalaried
brothers" working In the dispensaries,
would It not be woll for "the young unsala-
ried men" Just to stop work and let the "tin- -

concerned dispensary authorities run ttie
institutions themselves?

Tho chief victims of the "dispensary
evil" are the unsalaried doctors who, In

stead of trying to trap well to do patients'
transgressions of the law patients who.
after all, only reveal their human charac-
teristics If they go to a dispensary-shou- ld
learn a lesson from the wnrklngmeu nnd
unite, not against the delinquent patients,
but against the dispensaries, by simply
forcing the latter to obey the law.

Dispensary permits are issued under cer-

tain regulations tho Infringement of which
may result In the forrellure of the said por-ml- t.

In these permits the status of pa-

tients entitled to be treated by the dis-

pensaries g carefully defined. To treat
unqualified patients nt dispensaries Is ns
Illegal as to practise medicine without a
license.

This point could very well be expatiated
on by the County Medical Society, which Is
so active In the suppression of medical
evils, and brought homo to tho dispensary
authorities by a very simple application of,
the law governing the practice of medicine
In this .Stale.

If Ihe County Modlcal Society is to be
really useful It should show no discrimina-
tion between illegal practitioners, whether
they be Individual physicians or groups of
physicians designated ns "dispensary au-
thorities."

And of great assistance to the sorlety
in Its work umong tho "dispensary authori-
ties" would be an association of the un-

salaried doctors who, as I havo pointed out,
am tho chief sufferers from the "dispensary
evil."

Such associations abroad, based on the
principles of labor organization, hnve cor-
rected the abuses indulged In hy the special
privileged Individual or Institution quite
as much ns theyhave promoted the"brother-hood- "

among the members of the profession,
which In this city seems to be solely the
misunderstood and thankless task of the
County Medical Hoclety.

WAGES AXI VIRTUE.

Nome Testimony From a Veteran Re-

porter and Observer.
To the KniTon or TnE Scv Sir: Basing

Its query on the women's wages investiga-
tions In Chicago, Thf. Hu.v asks: "Is morality
purely economic?" nnd very logically sug-
gests that the tendency of the testimony
Is to tho effect thnt the virtue of women
depends upon the amount of money they
have or earn. In my earlier newspaper
work I wus a police court reporter and
this subject especially Interested me. I
had numerous opportunities of Investiga-
tion and 1 do not now recall one Instance
In which the wages these women might
have received at decent labor would have
made any difference.

Frequently I have tried to take girls
away from the life they were leading and
put them nt respectable work, but Inva-
riably they declined. The same old excuse
was given each time: the work was too
hard and the pay was too small. The
nearest approach to anything like com-
pulsion to follow the life was In the case
of several older girls, or women, who had
children for whom they could better pro-
vide out of their larger earnings. None of
these women was willing to make a home
for herself and her child or children If she
had to give up the "good time" she could
have In the underworld.

In New York within the last two years I
have known a girl, under 20. of alrespectable
family, who was earning 18 week In a
factory: but the work was too hard and the
pay too small, though she had a comfortable
home and did not need much money. She
took the easiest way to get more money
and one night after midnight I met her in
upper Broadway and asked her why she
was not at home. She laughed she had
not been on the street long enough to have
a harsh laugh and eaid she was busy She
was inclined to tulk and presently told me
that she had made til that night and might
make more. She wanted to buy a fur coat
or some article of Jewelry and needed tho
money Hut she wns wiser or luckier than
some, und ihen she saw a good chance to
marry she did so and went to the country
with her husband, where her people tell me
she is doing very nicely.

I know other girls, less favorably situated
than this one, who are perfectly straight
in spite of all temptation actual need, let
me say and I am convinced that the wages
girls receive have very little to do with their
sense o'f right The lower instinct is bom
In them, and, rich or poor, if the temptation
comes to them they yield, and If all goes
well with them after that they experience
no qualms of conscience nor have any
persistent desire to live a better life. In-

deed, a "better life," from their point of
view, would not be possible to them.

At the same time I believe that women
and girls should be paid a fair living wage
and they should be at all times under the
best influences possible, such Influences
as make the line ot demarcation distinct
between good and bad, Observer.

"The girl who is on her guard against
the advances of evil men meets tho
woman of her own station In Ilfu whows
fine clothes and Jewels exclto her nat-
ural Interest, perhnps her envy. No
man could have brought ubout the glrl'.i
ruin, but she fallH nn easy victim to
the suggestion of tho other girl, who
laughs at the cheap finery of her sister
and pointing in derision to a J'-- lint
says:

" 'You're a fool If you like pretty
things and don't get them. Just look
nt what I'm wearing,' and fluunts her
plumes that perhaps cost more than her
friend earns In a month.

"The pitiful thing about this phase
of the matter Is that the girl who playi
the part of the temptress often really
believes thnt she Is "showing the other
n good time' nnd that she Is having one
herself.

Herbert's observation, Is by bringim;
nbout congestion of population In ''C-tal- n

sections. He believes thnt a cer-

tain amount of harm results from tho
crowding together of families and their
"boarders" In a few rooms so that pri-

vacy Is unknown and the sense of de-

cency suffers.
But this, he said, Is a small fac-

tor, since the records of the women's
night court show that tho majority of
girls brought there come from "averago
homes" and never Knew privation o
any sort In the general acceptance of
that term. Such girls, Maglstrnto
Herbert said, are contented enough
with their lot until the girl friend who
has stepped aside comes along. "Rut
once over the conscience barrier," ho
says, "it Is very hard for the girl to go
back to the honest llfo and small
wages."

Of the minimum wage as a check to
the social evil Magistrate Herbert said
that It was "putting a price on virtue'
and "tantxmount to saying that tho
women of our country are virtuous only
up to a certain point." He added:

"Idleness, not work, Indulgence, not
privation, are large contributing causes
to the social evil and many girls wh
have gone on the streets wero able to
earn a 'living wage but wanted morn
and took what, In their foolishness, they
believed to be 'tho easiest way' of get-

ting H. The factory girl and the 'shop
girl are the heroines of sup-

porting themselves and very often their
mothers, and their virtue Is not a oues-tlo- n

of dollars and cents."
Magistrate Herbert ald that his ex-

perience had not taught him that thero
Is "any particular reason or cause" for
the social evil. The badness or good-

ness of a girl seems to depend largely,
he said, "on the moral, mental nnd
physical makeup" with the bad

strongest Influence on tho side of evil,
"One bad girl In h neighborhood can

do more to lead girls Into the ranks if
fallen women than any other Influenco
I know eJ," Is the way he again em-
