KING OF GREECE ASSASSINATED
BY OWN

KING WAS TOO RASH,

THE VIEW IN LONDON

His fioing to Salonica Soon
Aftpr Capture Ts

Critieispil.

TOOK WALKS TX PUliMC

All Dpspntehes to English Me-

tropolis Agree That As-

sassin Is a, Orpek.

London", March 19, 4 A. M. Only brief
accounts of the assassination of the
King of Greece hnve reached London, up
to this hour. It must be remembered
thnt Salonica Is under mnrtlal law and
that nil telegrams nre sharply censored
and delnyed.

nothing beyond tho barest outlines of
the tragedy, although the censorship
which Is also exercised thero may ac-

count for the lack of news from that
point.

All occounts thus far agree In stating
that the assassin Is n Greek and that ho
Is either a political fanatic or a lunatic.

There Is nothing to suggest .the idea,
which was hazarded at first when the
fact thnt tho King had been killed wns
the only thing known, thnt the assas-
sin was either a Turk or a Bulgarian.
The suspicion that the assassin might
have been a Hulgar wns aroused owing
to tho ill feeling between tle Greeks
and Hulgnrs, which originated when tho
former occupied the place ahead of tho
troops of King Ferdinand, and it is
known to have spread elsewhere,

The King's presence nt Salonica,
whither he went Immediately nfter its
capture a few months ngo, has been
frequently criticised as bold, oven rash,
His determination to be there at tho
point of danger was a characteristic
one ln a series of patriotic acts which
since the outbreak of the war had
worked up the enthusiasm of the sub-
jects of King George.

Smoothed Over Tronhlen.
King George lived In a simple man-

ner at Salonlcn. He buled himself with
organizing the Greek administration of
the place nnd In helping to smooth over
the dltllcultles which had nrlsetl. He
resided In a detached villa, two nnd a
half miles from tho harbor and the
centre of the city wheio the merchants
nnd tho wenlthy people of Salonica live.
The house looks over the sea across
a road on which street cars run.

King George was In the habit of tak-
ing a walk overy day along this road,
which pnsses the llulgarlan headquar-
ters. He was nttenfled on these ooca-- ,
slons by a couple of his Greek body-guar- d

from a corps of which ho wns
very proud. Prlnco Nicholas, the Gov-ern-

of Salonica, lives In a similar
villa near by.

LEGATION GETS BRIEF WORD.

to President Wilson.

UNPOPULAR, SAYS GARIBALDI.

Ilallnn firnernl Thinks King'' Death
Won't ArTeot Policies of Greece.

Gen. Giuseppe Garibaldi, son of the
Italian patriot, who recently came to
this country from tho Balkans, where
ho commanded a volunteer brigade In

the Greek army under his father, Brig.-Ge-

Hlcclottl Garibaldi, declared last
night that he did not believe the ns.
sasslnntlon of King Georgo was tho
result of any political movement ln
Greece.

"The Greeks have too much on their
minds Just now to worry about the
personality of a King who took so little
part In the Government," Gon. Gari-
baldi said.

"Tho death of the King will havo
no effect upon the policies of Greece
becnuBo tho Civilian pnrty, under tho
leadership of Premier Vonlzelos, con-

trols tho country. Tho personality of
King Georgo has been only a secondary
influence In tho Government; ho was
never allowed to assert himself.

"This Is why it Is dllllcult to judge
him ns a military commander. Cer-
tainly, however, he wus not especially
popular with the soldiers, nor at Athens,

"As for Constantino, ho Is likely to
be a much moro popular monarch than
his father. Tho soldiers like him per-

sonally; he Is young and full of fire, and
his recent successes will naturally In-

crease his popularity."

Saujnica, March 18. Kin George

of Greece was shot and mortally
wounded by a man apparently Insane
when walking tn the streets here at 5

o'clock this afternoon and died half an

hour later.
The King was with one of his aids

when Aleko Scholnas, a Greek, came up

behind them and fired a revolver point

blank Into the King's back.
King George fell to the ground and

died half an hour later. The man Schol-

nas was arrested.
Prince Nicholas, one of King George's

sons, who was appointed Governor at
Jnnlna when the Greeks captured that
place. Immediately notified Crown Prince
Constanttne, who Is In Jnnlna, of the
event which makes him th; new King

of Greece. ,

lie-- aiso teiegrapnea tne information
to Athens and to the relatives of King
George In Denmark, England, Germany
and Russia.

Prlnco Nicholas then summoned the
officers of the army and administered to
them the oath of fealty to King Con-

stanttne.
There Is nothing that suggests that

the murder wns a political one or any-

thing else than the act of a maniac.
Order here has ln nowise been dis-

turbed by the assassination.
Starta on Canal Walk.

King George left the residence of his
son. Prince Nicholas, this afternoon
for his usual walk, accompanied by one
aid' , Lleut.-Co- l. Frankoudls. He was
nearing his home when the assassin
fired a bullet at him, which pierced his
body.

The King fell Into the arms of his
aide and of two soldiers who ran to

his assistance Immediately on hearing
the shot. The dying King was at once
plnced In a carriage and taken to th
military hospital near by. He died la
the carriage beforo reaching the hos-

pital.

Prince Nicholas, who Is the only other
member of the royal family now in
Salonlcn, was called and hastened to the
hospital, followed by the military and
civil authorities.

After seeing his father's body, Prince
Nicholas, amid deep silence, announced
tho death of the King to the officials,
who were all deeply affected. After
this they took the oath of allegiance to.
King Constantino, all responding, "Long
live King Constnntlne!"

M, Itnctlvan, the civil representative
nt Salonica of the Greek Government.
Issued n proclamation announcing the
accession of King Constnntlne nnd or-

dering 'mourning for King George.

Tho event made a deep impression
throughout the city. The dead King
was respected everywhere nnd much
beloved by great numbers, and the signs
of mourning nre universal.

Excitement at Athena

Athens, March 18. Tremendous ex-

citement was aroused here when the
news of the assassination of King
George wns received.

The streets are thronged with sym-

pathetic and excited people, who nre
discussing the tragedy which has be-

fallen them at a moment when the royal
fnmlly was at tho height of Its popu-

larity owing to the Greek successes In

tho war and the sharo of members of

the roynl family In the victories over

the Turks.
Details of tho assassination which are

reaching here aro few and Incomplete.
One account says that the assassin, who
