DEPENDS ON KNEE

His Arm Is Strong Enough, but
Leg Hampers His "Stride"

in Box.

SAY THOKPE WON'T LAST

Story Goes That He Will Not
Survive .Tune Trip West

of Ginnts.

Miner Hrown. whose wonderful pitching
helped the Cuba to win pennants and
world's championships. Is Just now pro-

viding one of the most Interesting cases
In the history of professional baseball.
He la under contract nnd Is training with
the Cincinnati Ileds In an attempt to
rome back. Oddly enough, there Is noth
ing the matter with Brown's pitching arm i

In fact, he never had a, lame wing In his
long nnd strenuous career In the box.
But the thteo fingered hurler was com-
pelled to give up pitching early last year
because his left knee was Injured sliding
to a base In a game In which he wore a
Cub uniform.

Although Blown apparently recovered
from the Injury so that he could walk and
run without a limp, he found that when
he tried to pitch It was Impossible to get
the proper stride In delivering the ball to
the batstunn He could not put what I

railed the final snap on thn ball Just a
It left his hand, for the lmrxi tatit reason
that he could not bear his full weight on
Ilia left foot.

The famous pitcher's curves were nil
there and his wondeiful speed had not
been diminished, yet his weakened knee
made It Impossible for Hrown to put tho
old body swing Into the delivery which
had made him a tenor to all batsmen In
so many memorable games.

Since putting on a uniform nt the enmp
Brown hns been under orders to proceed
slowly Hi arm I as sliong us ever nnd
he Is bristling with enthusiasm, as ho
soems to fed nn p.tln 'bi s"vcrnl occa-
sions lately lie hns let himself out a hit
and hat found that ho can get the full
stride, but a yet he has not tried to pitch
at top sp-c- He ha been advised that
grndual practice will bring the knee
around all right, nnd Tinker, extremely
hopeful, la taking evry precaution with
this end In view.

It Is Tinker's plan to keep a tight ptfll
on Brenvn until the warm weather sots In.
when he believes that the great twlrler
will surely recover his best foim. If
Brown has sufficient patience to obey the
bonesetter's Instruction It Is Tinker's firm
belief that the Miner will come back In
such a manner that there will be more
trouble for Owner Murphy In Chicago.

If Brown Is able to pitch as well a
ever at least one baseball expert who gave
him tip for lost a year ago will be agree-
ably surprised, for Frank Le Roy Chancn
