The philanthropist, who accumulated
his wealth In the glass manufacturing
business, was known as one of the
mreatest benefactors of the Jewish race
in the city. When he died on March 17
there was great sorrow among  his
people. The funeral was to have been
held at the home, 85 Montrose avenue,
but the crowd was =0 great that the ser-
vides were transferred to the School for
RBibllcal Instruction

| The statements must contaln the ap-
| plicant's name and address, business,
| locatlon and description of property to
be Insured; reasonable value of prop-
erty at date of application; amount of
insurance and whether the property is
or has been insured, together with the
| amount of policles, thelr numbers and
names of Insurers; whether insurance
has ever been refused to applicant and
detalls of any fires he may have had

Furthermore the Insurance company’'s
agents must certify in writing as to the
application and property and recom-
mend the {ssue of the policy.

The bill provides that any officer of an
insurance company who falls to require
a detalled statement before issulng a
policy shall be gullty of a misdemeanor
snd the company mo falling shall forfeit
$1,000 to the State on each contract.
