The gteat water stotage (lam of

Columbus, uhlo, burst late yesterday

afternoon, according to n report sent
over the wires last night. Kamllles fled

to the housetops, the meagre despatch
added, as soon the tremendous
of water leaped through the break In

the Concrete dam. It Is said that not

only many of those who were caught

unawares also many more who were

fighting their way to elevuted points

were swept away by the wall of water

and drowned.

The dam had a normal capacity of

fi, 000,000.000 gallons, but owing to the
recent floods probably much more water
broke through.

Columbus looked upon Its waterworks
with especial pride. They were built by

tlm municipality In l'J0W190.1 on

Scioto Blver. The city In IBM com-

pleted enormous wmks at a cost of
$.',000,000, The filtering works Included

six lime saturators, two mixing tanks
for softening the water, six settling
basins, ten mechanical filters and two

clear water reservoirs.
The report Intimates that much of this

expensive work was destroyed. No
definite number of dead was mentioned,
but the loss of life and property was

said to be considerable.

of the situation.

"The waters have assumed such un- -

known heights In many parts of the
State that It wilt be hardly less than a
miracle If villages and towns are not

j

wiped out of existence In the southern
and southeuiitern parts of Ohio. The

storm la moving south.
"Columbus wan the centre of all activ-

ities In behalf of the stricken cities.
TCvery hour Tiaa apparently been fllleJ
with an accumulation of dramatic cir-

cumstances.
"Piteous appeals have been made by

men who were surrounded by water
and confronted by the approaching

In the city of Dayton. Kvery
human energy has been exerted to give
rellrif. and yet the measure of assist-

ance has been comparatively Bmall. It
Is the belief, however, that by daylight

those Imprisoned In the busi-

ness sections of Dayton can be relieved.

slinntlnn Critical at '.Mnrarllle
"The day began by a storm signal

from the Weather Bureuu, advising that
there would be a dangerous rise In the
waters of the Muskingum Itlver.

"All the towns along Its course, In-

cluding Zanesvllle and Marietta, were
advised before noon. The situation as-

sumed a critical aspect at Zanesvllle,
and the historic 'Y' bridge was blown
up with dynamite. The loss of life In
Zanesvllle Is uncertain, because all tele-pho-

communication ceased nt noon.
"Marietta lies further south on the

Ohio Itlver. It cannot t reached, but
It Is safe to assume that the same de-

vastating results at Zanesvllle were
carried on to Marietta.

"A Hood situation developed In the
Maumee and Sandusky valleys In north-

western Ohio, but the damnge to life
and property was nothing compared
with that In the south.

Tragedy Wlttiniil Parallel.
'The one great tragedy remains- - the

Dayton situation. In many respects it
Is absolutely without parallel In the his-

tory of the republic. The early morn-
ing reporis were that the water was
receding and Hint the loss of life would
not be more than one hundred.

"It soon developed, however, that this
city, which Is built on several hills and
In the valleys of four streams, Is un-

able to send to the outside world any
accurate Idea of the real loss that has
been sustained.

"North Dayton leported In Itself u
loss of one hundred lives. Uitcr pre-
cisely the same situation wns reported
from Itlverdale. West Daytou wan al-

most completely under water and tho
houses In Kdgemont, a residential sec-

tion, were so deep In the Hood that
great destruction to life and property
ban certainly ensued there.
