china Importers that tho situation Is the
same as If an American firm sent u
buyer abroad, added his expenses to
purchase cost of a line of gobds nml
was forced to pay duty on his expenses.
I,. Straus & Sons buy their goods from
a large number of manufacturers in
the Limoges district, where 95 per cent,
of all French china Is made. The rlrrn
maintains at Limoges u purchasing
office which Invoices their goods, ad-

ding to the prices paid to tho French
manufacturers 6 per cent. This G per
cent, is supposed to go as a contribu-
tion toward tho expetibe of the purchas-
ing office.

When the goods arrive here this 6 per
cent has been deducted without any
attempt at concealment. The customs

, otflclals have heretofore recognized that
the expense of the foreign office should

" not be charged duty, and for many
ears this system has been unquestioned.

The actual amount on which duty is
, ald Is exactly the same as L. Straus &

V. Hons pay to the various factories from
, which they buy.
