Japan's .Nerd of Peace.
The talk of war with Japan as a re-

sult of any law aflecting alien land
tenure which the California Tgis'atiire
may enact is vicious and wanton when
it does not reflect ignorance of Japanese
jwlicy and economic conditions,

When tho treaty of commerce and
navigation with Japan was proclaimed
by President Taft in February, 1911.
Ambassador I'chida signed a memo-
randum, which was attached to the
treaty, declaring that "tho Imperial
Japanese Government are fully pre-
pared to maintain with equal effective-
ness the limitation and control which
they have for the last thiee years exer-
cised in regulation of the emigration of
laborers to the Tinted States." It has
generally been assumed that tho act of
