"The statement that the Mayur and the
Police Commission.-- ! are In any way op-
posing thu expoiute of graft and the pun-
ishment of grafters is too contemptible
for consldi'ratlon No one In the city be-

lieves any such thing. We began the en-
forcement of the law agalnat crime on a
conslbtent basis from the beginning and
we havo kept It up consistently ever fdnce.
