The Board of Estimate adopted vos
terday Borough Presldent McAnens «
plan for the regrading of Fourth a
nue at Thirty-fourth street. This pan
ir practically the one submitted to th.
hoard last year by Lloyd Collls, consuit
ing engineer of the Fourth Avenues Im
provement Assoclatlon.
| Al the members of the hoard vore|
in favor of the plan except Mayor Ga:
nor, who has to approve the plan he.
fore it can be put into effect,

Opposltion to the regrading pian was
made by Edmund Baylies, who said ths
he represented Robert Bacon, the Van
derbilt Hntel, the Church of the Messlah
]and other property owners {n the neigh-

horhood of Thirty-fourth street. Hos
cllents own property worth upward of
$60,000,000, Mr. Bayvlies raid.

Mayor Gaynor told Mr. Baylles tha:
he was willing to give him a hearing on
the plan before deciding for or agalnst '

President McAneny got permission t)
read into the minutes a statement ex.
plaining the advantages of the proposcd
plan. He sald:

“The working nut of the present gap
in the line of Park avenue and Four:»
avenue I8 part of a general plan to de.
velop an additional and badly neede!l
great north and south thoroughfar
Park avenue, though the broadest stree:
in Manhattan, has been broken and!
practically cut out of the city's stree
system from Fifty-ninth street gouth to
Thirty-gecond street,

“Meanwhlile the pressure of trafic in
Fifth avenue has grown to such a de-
gree that rellef by some means i= ah-
solutely necessary.”

Henry G. Opdycke, the civil engineer
representing the Murray HiN properts
owners who are opposed to the Collis
plan, sald yesterday after the Board of
Estimate had acted that he and his rep-
resentatives have every hope of defeat-
ing the plan in the end.

“We feel so, sald he, “because ths
Collis plan 1s bound to appear ridic-
ulous after it has been fully explained
and because the bulk of the property
owners affected will fight the heavy as-
sessment necessary as long as there are
any grounds left for fighting.

“The Collls plan provides for a cut of
six and a half feet at Thirty-fourth
street and Fourth avenue, ‘which s un-
heard of in congested and substantially
built up districts,

“Furthermore, it provides that the
tunnel opening for the Fourth avenue
surface cars be moved one blodl. north
1o Thirty-fifth  street, bringing the
| tracks to the surface at Thirty-fourth
| street. Such procedure fs archafe. All
civie improvement and engineering ex-
perlence teach the danger of grade
crossings, and for years we have been
trying to eliminate them rather than to
make new ones,

“The ("ollis plan would improve Thir-
ty-fourth street east of Fourth avenus,
| where the property I8 second grade, bu
| 1t would seriously damage high grade
| property in Park avenue now under the
Murray Hill restrictions. These restric-
tions provide that there shall be no busi
ness enterprises carried on in the dls-
trict and that it shall be malntained for-
ever as a strictly residentlal locality
"I'hese restrictions in a strong opinion
from the Court of Appeals have been
upheld.

“What Is even more at varfance with
| modern schemes of city bullding Is the
! fact that a cut of six and a half feet at
Thirty-fourth street will compel a 5 pet
cent. grade on Park avenue betwecn
Thirtyv-fourth and Thirty-fifth street:
which is greater than any grade in the
{district and which will serfously impah
trathe.  The grade is at present 4ig pet
cent . which is more than it should be

“The only reason for any change i
Fourth aventue at this point is to upen
the way for congested tratfe.  The
Collis plan will improve Thirty-fourth
street toward this end to a greater ex-
tent than Park avenue.

“tm the other hand the
plan, which s favored by
L property valued at abont £80 Hon oun
will provide & new roadway on
west slide of the atreet, will leave the
jtunnel opening at about {18 present
leation with the cars beneath grade at
[ Thirty-fourth street, and will also open
| Thirty-third =treet across Fourth a
enue in g manner acting for the grea'-
jest bhenefit of all property owners con
cerned and at a damage to property and
construction cost not as great as (oo
of the ollis plan,

“1f the Improvement {8 made accord.
Ing to the Collls plan, competent rea!
estate experts and engineers have mads
estimates, checked up and approved b
the street rallway officials, that the
work will cost about $3,000000. The
Wetmore plan will entall a cort of ahni
$150,000."

Mr. Opdycke finds cause for com-
plaint, he say®, in the fact that since
the inception of the improvement plans
the Board of Estlmate has not ghen
fair hearing tn the property owners
whom he represents, and no opportun!ty
has heen given to crogs-examine var'-
ous witnesses,
